After 
all, Michael Keaton was 
replaced by Val Kilmer 
who was replaced by 
George Clooney who was 
replaced by Ben Affleck, 
etc. He can be replaced. 
Just not by Greg Brady.

But as my mind turns to 
more serious matters, I 
realize both in gratitude 
and awe that the one hero 
that can never be replaced 
is Jesus. For starters, he 
was and is actually real. 
As to the “was” part, 
the late  Michael Grant, 
professor at Edinburgh, 
an atheist, wrote a book 
titled “An Historian’s 
Review of the Gospels.” In 
it, he approvingly cited a 
quote by Otto Betz, which 
said, “To sum up, modern 
critical methods fail to 
support the Christ-myth 
theory. It has again and
again been annihilated 
by first rank scholars. In 
recent years, no serious 
scholar has ventured the 
non-historicity of Jesus, or 
at any rate very few, and 
they have not succeeded 
in disposing of the much 
stronger, indeed very 
abundant, evidence to the 
contrary.”

Not only did Jesus and 
does Jesus exist, he

has credentials that are 
unmatched, and cannot 
even be closely duplicated. 
The gap between his 
qualifications and any 
other would be savior is 
far greater than the gap 
between Batman and Greg 
Brady.

Wow.
Too often we hear about scams that collect money 
allegedly for veterans, and later it turns out they were 
using the donations to support their own lavish life-
styles. Not this one: Semper Fi is the real deal.
Additionally, for the sixth year in a row, Semper Fi 
paired up with The Bob and Renee Parsons Founda-
tion, which pledged to match all donations up to $10 
million. The “Double Down for Veterans” campaign 
netted $20 million, kickstarted by GoDaddy with a 
$50,000 donation. (If you have a website, that name 
might be familiar if you registered your domain name 
with them. What you might not know is that GoDaddy 
founder Bob Parsons is himself a Vietnam-era vet-
eran.) 
Again, wow.
Semper Fi, a 501(c)(3) nonprofit, provides immediate 
financial help to post-9/11 wounded, critically ill or 
injured service members and veterans. Semper Fi was 
started in 2004 by a group of military wives, and they 
still run the program. Help is provided in many forms: 
adaptive housing, education and career transition-
ing, family support, adaptive transportation, sports 
programs, service-dog training, caregiver support and 
more. Charity Watch rates Semper Fi an A-plus, and 
Charity Navigator ranks it at 98/100. To learn more, 
check out its website at www.semperfifund.org.

1/4 cup chopped nuts -- such as walnuts, almonds or pecans, 
plus 2 tablespoons for sprinkling

1. Heat oven to 350 F, and lightly grease a 9- by 9-inch-square 
baking dish with butter or butter-flavored cooking spray.
2. Peel bananas and blend in a blender or food processor until 
liquid and no large chunks remain. You will have between 1 
cup and 1 1/4 cup. Pour mixture into a medium-sized bowl.
3. Mix in the agave syrup or sugar substitute, vanilla, nutmeg 
or cinnamon, and salt. Add the oats and stir until well-com-
bined. Stir in dates, raisins or craisins, and 1/4 cup of the nuts.
4. Pat the thick mixture evenly into prepared baking pan. 
Sprinkle with the remaining 2 tablespoons nuts. Bake for 30 
minutes or until the edges just begin to crisp up and turn a 
golden brown.
5. Place baking pan on a rack to cool. When the pan is mostly 
cool, cut into 9 squares.
6. Cover and store leftover bars at room temperature. They 
will keep for about 5 days.
