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End of an Era for Cyclones

The group of mainstay seniors for lowa State, Monte Morris,
Naz Mitrou-Long, Matt Thomas and Deonte Burton played their
final game for Iowa State last weekend in a tough 80-76 loss
to Purdue in the second round of the NCAA Tournament. This
loss signaled an end to a golden era of Cyclone hoops, and also
a bridge to the group that started that era (coach Fred Hoiberg,
players Royce White, Melvin Ejim, Georges Niang, DeAndre
Kane, Dustin Hogue, Korie Lucious, Chris Allen, etc). Instead
of mourning that this group is gone, let’s take a look back at all
they have accomplished and celebrate their careers for lowa State.

This group helped lead Iowa State to four of their record six
straight NCA A Tournament appearances; reaching the Sweet 16
twice while losing in the first round only once, (no matter how
hard I try, I can never quite forget that UAB loss when ISU was
the 3 seed and looked like a Final 4 contender) while winning
five NCAA Tournament games. Prior to the arrival of the group
before these seniors, Iowa State had missed the NCAA Tourna-
ment six straight years. The Cyclones won 100 games in the
last four seasons, the most in any four-year stretch in program
history. ISU also won three of the past four Big 12 Tournament
titles during this stretch in one of the best conferences in the
nation. During the last four seasons, the Cyclones were ranked
an amazing 64 of 77 Associated Press Top-25 Polls, including
a record streak of 61-straight polls; not bad for a program that
was lost in mediocrity in the mid 2000’s. About the only thing
that this group did not accomplish is to make an NCAA Final
Four or wrestle away the regular season Big 12 championship
from Kansas, who has won a miraculous 13 straight titles.

The individual accomplishments of this group are also amaz-
ing; led by Monte Morris who will no doubt have his jersey
hanging from the Hilton Coliseum rafters very soon. Morris
ranks first all-time in assists (768) and steals (225) topping
former Cyclone great and NBA All-Star Jeff Hornacek in both
categories, as well as career wins (100). Mitrou-Long ranks
2nd in all-time 3-pointers (260) and Thomas ranks 3rd (254).
You can look up and down the ISU record books and find these
seniors names popping up on nearly every page.

What I have to give this group the most credit for, and I never
thought I would write this in December, is how they grew up on
and off the court and the toughness and resiliency they showed.
To see the transformation of Deonte Burton and his poor body
language and decision making was amazing, along with the
toughness that the rest of the group showed when most people
(myself included) counted them out. The three day stretch in
Kansas City when the Cyclones won the Big 12 Tournemant
was all about toughness and it was very fitting that ISU defeated
West Virginia, a team many people feel is the “toughest” in the
Big 12, in the championship game. The last game of the season
was a typical game for this team, as they rallied from a 19 point
second half deficit to actually take a late lead against the B1G
champs. That was who this group was, a team that you could
never count out, while also being a group that often left you
scratching your head at why they were down 19!

I have no doubt that this won’t be the end of lowa State
making the NCAA Tournament or winning Big 12 Tournament
titles, as the future looks bright with some very talented young
recruits coming in, but this article isn’t about the future, it’s
about thanking this group of seniors for everything they gave
us Cyclone fans. As a tearful Mitrou-Long said after the Purdue
loss, “You can really look back and say we left our jerseys in
a better place.” There is no doubt that you definitely did that
Naz, and that is the true definition of a successful career. From
Cyclone fans everywhere, THANK YOU!!

Curlyleaf Pond Weed
Informational Meeting

The Iowa Great Lakes Association will host an informational
meeting open to the public on Tuesday, April 4, at 3:00pm, in
the loft of Rolling Oaks Barn in Spirit Lake to discuss Curlyleaf
Pond Weed in the Iowa Great Lakes.

Mild falls and winters have provided the opportune environ-
ment for this invasive species, introduced to our lakes in the
middle of last century, to outcompete many of our beneficial
native aquatic species. Due to its unusual growth cycle, the
Curlyleaf Pond Weed can create dense mats on the lake surface
up to 12 feet in depth.

While the weed is found throughout our chain of lakes, it has
created some access and navigation problems on the north half
of East Lake Okoboji through late June the past few years.

This year, the DNR has been working with the East Okoboji
Lakes Improvement Corporation to develop a management plan
to improve lake access in the most affected areas. Mechanical
removal is the best option at this juncture, yet with over 600 acres
of affected lake, it is not feasible to address the entire problem
with mechanical removal alone.

In addition to the Iowa Department of Natural Resources,
both Kuhlman Lake Service & Welding and Underwater Solu-
tions will be on-hand to discuss what they can do on behalf of
property owners to address the invasive species. Visit www.

City of Spirit Lake and City of Orleans residents (those who
live within the City limits and/or are residential water customers)
will be able to use the green waste site commencing Saturday,
April 8,2017. The site will be open the following hours: Satur-
days 9:00am — 5:00pm, Sundays 1:00pm — 5:00pm, Tuesdays
3:00pm — 7:00pm and Thursdays 3:00pm — 7:00pm. The green
waste site will be closed Easter Sunday and July 4.

The site will be staffed by an attendant and residents will need
to present their drivers’ license to the attendant to verify identity
and residence. A copy of the resident’s water bill would be help-
ful as well, but subject to verification with drivers’ license. The
attendant will have a list of city residents and water customers
of the cities of Orleans and Spirit Lake.

The City asks the cooperation of residents in not arriving
before the gates open to avoid a line of vehicles on the county
road for the safety of all concerned. The City has requested this
several times in the past and this request seems to be ignored
most of the time. Please demonstrate concern for the safety of
other individuals using that road by not arriving until the site is
actually open, or arrive a few minutes after it opens — there is
always ample time for access.

Residents may bring their yard waste (leaves, grass clippings,
twigs,brush). Tree trunks, limbs and branches over 6” in diameter
will not be accepted, but may be taken to the Dickinson County
Recycling Center.

Use of the green waste site is free of charge.

The City of Spirit Lake will continue to provide residential
curbside pickup of yard waste on a weekly basis, every Friday
commencing April 21,2017.

Millions
of seniors are forced to go into nursing facilities because they
don’t have the ability to shop for food or prepare meals - yet,
it costs less to provide MOW for an entire year than it costs to
spend one day in the hospital or six days in a nursing home.
MOW saves us all billions of dollars in unnecessary Medicaid
and Medicare expenses every year, because MOW supports
independence and health as we age. For millions of Americans,
MOW is literally the difference between remaining in their own
homes and needing to relocate to a nursing facility.

Butthis programis not justabout a nutritional meal thatensures
an adequate diet. It goes well beyond that. It is a friendly visit.
A reason to get up in the morning, something to look forward
to. For many seniors, the trusted MOW volunteer that shows
up six days a week with a hot meal and a warm smile is the
only person they see or speak with all day. Also, along with the
inevitable impacts of aging come the increased risks of medical
emergencies, falls and other accidents. The safety check that
accompanies each meal delivery ensures that, in the case of an
emergency or problem, medics will be called, families will be
notified and our seniors will not be forgotten.

Earth Day Celebration

While Brian Ellis chatted on the
phone, he watched the prairie he had
planted outside his home.

Grasses blew in the breeze, the
soil radiated warmth from the sun
and birds were nesting within view.

He hopes that when people come
to his one-man storytelling produc-
tion about John James Audubon that
they will want to go home and make |
a difference in the environment by
planting a native plot of their own.

“Istart with asking the audience if
they love birds, and by the end of the
show, they can’t help but love birds,
and if you love birds like I do, you’ll provide a place for them, not
only bird feeders but by planting native plants and trees,” Ellis said.

Ellis’ Audubon show is the center point of this year’s Earth
Day Celebration, put on by the Dickinson County Nature Center
and the Pearson Lakes Art Center 6 p.m. Friday, April 21, at the
art center in Okoboji.

Ellis’ storytelling career began quite early, telling tall tales
with his friends while playing. By age 17, he had turned it into a
job, telling stories around the campfire while working as a staff
naturalist at a summer camp.

“Storytelling is a great way to teach anything,” he said.

After college, the Illinois State Museum contacted Ellis and
asked him to portray Audubon to go along with an exhibit of
Audubon’s original prints that would be on display. That show
grew when the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service offered him a grant
to do programs in 40 schools.

Audubon is the perfect environmentalist to expose the public
to because he was a prolific writer, birder, artist and explorer.

“The most amazing thing is he was a total gonzo wildman,”
Ellis said. “He would head off into the wilderness for weeks on
end with almost nothing --- his dog, his paints and his gun.”

To prepare his program, Ellis studied Audubon’s writings and
has also led birding treks in many of the places Audubon trav-
eled.

“When I talk about canoeing a certain river or hiking a certain
mountain,I’ve actually canoed that river or hiked that mountain,”
Ellis said,and audiences have said they aren’t sure where Audubon
ends and Ellis begins.

Audubon also loved storytelling. He would travel in Europe,
putting up temporary art exhibits in wealthy homes and would
tell the wild tales of his travels, and it is this scene that Ellis re-
creates in his program, even wearing buckskins similar to what
Audubon wore.

“Everyone is enchanted with this character. I’ve done this
program for preschoolers and Ph.D. ornithologists, and there’s
something for everyone,” Ellis said. “What I really love is when
grandparents bring their grandkids and they both have something
to talk about on the way home.”
