What has been an eye opener to me
is the difference in flavor that the fresh farm grown shrimp has
over the frozen wild caught shrimp. One taste and you will be
convinced too. While most folks dream of selling everything
they produce, the Heuck family does it pretty regularly. Because
once they empty a tank of shrimp, they sell every single one live
because they never freeze their product. By using facebook and
other social media and offering a better than wild product, the
people have responded by selling them out every time I have
seen them at the market. I am looking forward to others joining
these two vendors as I see high technology and small producers
merging to the benefit of all. Until next week, eat well!

especially in the winter. Vigdal
will teach people about finding
water, shelter and food in adverse
conditions.

“It’s very important information everyone should know,” he said.
“It’s practical information.”

Vigdal will teach people how to prepare for the worst, from what
to pack in your car during the winter that will help you should you get
stranded to an emergency kit that can fit in your pocket when you're
on a hike.

Then, if you do find yourself in an emergency, Vigdal said to stop,
look around, calm down and think.

“If you’re in a survival situation, we’ll talk about what state of mind
you need to be in,” he said, and that lesson goes beyond simply outdoor
survival. “It’s good for any emergency situation.”

While hiking, participants will learn the basics of where to get clean
water, how to tell where north is, and finally, how to build a lean-to
debris shelter. Vigdal will help people practice their shelter-building
skills in the park using sticks and other natural materials.

The approximately one-hour hike will end back at the Dickinson
County Nature Center for hot chocolate.

The Winter Survival hike is open to anyone, however, it is recom-
mended that children be at least school-age because of the in-depth
information to be discussed.

Cyclone State Again Thanks to Hilton Magic!

Wow, the annul Cy-Hawk game was one for the ages, at least if
you are an Iowa State fan, as the Cyclones would rally from two
20 point deficits, including an eight point hole with just under 2:00
to play to shock the Hawkeyes 83-82 on Thursday night in front
of another raucous crowd that helped move the legend of Hilton
Magic to another level. When it was announced earlier this year
that the Iowa/lowa State basketball game had been moved from a
Friday to Thursday to accommodate a national ESPN2 audience
I was elated, as the usual Friday night they have played the game
on causes myself, and thousands of other [owans to miss the game
because of high school basketball. During the first half of the game
on Thursday I was wishing they hadn’t moved it so I wouldn’t
have had to watch the dismantling of ISU by the Hawks. Jarrod
Uthoff was doing his best Steph Curry impression on his way to
30, yes that’s right, 30 first half points as Iowa would build a 20
point lead before ISU showed some signs of life to cut the lead
to 49-35 at the half.

I actually felt ok at halftime as ISU came back last year so
many times from double digit deficits that 14 points seemed like
a relatively small deficit. That feeling soon left as the Cyclones
came out of the locker room still lacking any urgency on defense,
this time allowing Peter Jok to do whatever he wanted to do
while scoring 14 quick points to build the lead back to 62-42.
ISU would chip away at the lead as Iowa began to turn the ball
over and take some questionable shots and the Cyclones pulled
all the way within one with 5:42 to play, and Hilton was rock-
ing. Iowa, however would answer and build the lead all the way
back to eight as the clock ticked under the two minute mark. It
appeared the Hawks had dodged the comeback and would walk
out of Hilton with their first win in seven attempts, but Hilton
Magic wasn’t quite dead yet. ISU would attack the rim, get to
the foul line, get some stops and force some huge turnovers with
their press to pull within 82-81 with :26 remaining. This is when
Mr. Clutch, Monte Morris would hit one of his patented floaters
to give the Cyclones their first lead since the opening minutes;
Uthoff would miss a 3-pointer at the buzzer as ISU held on for
their third straight win in the series and 7th out of the last 10.

Several takes from the Cy-Hawk thriller-(1) Iowa is much bet-
ter than many people thought and they will contend for another
NCAA Tournament berth. The Hawks have plenty to clean up
from this game, including shot selection (why was Nicholas Baer
shooting 3-pointers?), a new press offense, and end of the game
execution; but Iowa has to feel good about how they played and
where they are heading this season. (2) Iowa State needs to play
with a sense of urgency for 40 minutes. I had hoped they learned
their lesson after their NCAA Tournament loss to UAB last year;
butthey played with absolutely zero urgency in the first 25 minutes,
allowing Uthoff and then Jok to be way too comfortable. Uthoff
is a great player, but no one should ever put 30 points on you in
a half! (3) I love the style of play both teams use, as they both get
up and down the floor with great spacing and ball movement (for
the most part) on offense. These teams are both fun to watch and
they both will have successful seasons this year. (4) Matt Thomas
should have gotten the game ball for ISU; while Jameel McKay
had another double/double with 20 points and 12 rebounds, Morris
hit the game winner and ended up with 20 points and 9 assists,
George Niang had another big night with 16 points, 6 rebounds
and 5 assists; it was Thomas (19 points, 4 rebounds) who kept
the Clones in the game early and Thomas who finally figured out
how to stop Uthoff, who scored only 2 second half points. Without
Thomas’ play this would have been a 15 point lowa victory, but
(5) It’s still a Cyclone State in basketball, baby!!

Region Captures $20,000 Planning
Grant From lowa Parks Foundation

The Iowa Parks Foundation has announced a $20,000 match-
ing grant to six local counties to develop a broad and long-term
strategy for parks and trail development. The planning process
could lead to a second grant worth $1.9 million from the parks
foundation.

The matching grant will benefit residents of and visitors to
Buena Vista, Clay, Dickinson, Emmet, O’Brien, and Palo Alto
counties. Governments in each of the six counties pledged
$3,500 to support the request. Northwest Iowa Planning and
Development Commission will lead the planning effort.

“The Iowa Parks Foundation and local governments are
granting the region the opportunity to create a unified plan for
parks and recreation and, potentially, to complete some projects
that otherwise would not be attainable,” said Ted Kourousis,
Executive Director of NWIPDC.

A Green Ribbons Commission working group drawn from
government, nonprofits and business coordinated the local appeal
for matching dollars. Members of that group will now convene
to consider how best to undertake planning and implementation,
a process that will require public input and substantial financial
support.

According to its web site, the lowa Parks Foundation “exists
to strengthen the connection between Iowa’s people and their
parks.” The organization collaborates with the lowa Department
of Natural Resources and the Green Ribbon Commission, an
organization created by Governor Terry Branstad to determine
how best to ensure relevance and sustainability of lowa’s parks
and recreation systems.

Thus far, only the Grant Wood Loop in Dubuque, Jackson
and Jones counties has received the $1.9 million implementation
grant from the Iowa Parks Foundation. Multiple other regions
around the state have claimed planning grants.

Kiley Miller, Chairman of the local Green Ribbons Com-
mission group, said that the six counties have the natural assets,
including 43 lakes, to be an even greater tourism draw and
provide unrivaled quality-of-life.

“This planning grant is the first step in what will be a long
and challenging process,” said Kiley Miller, chairman of the
local Green Ribbons Commission group, “but the rewards will
outweigh the labor.”

Bird Haven
Reflections

Preparing For The 2013 Christmas Bird Count

As I write this column, Mother Nature is in all of her glory. Sun-
while

shine and wind rapidly took the snow fr m the trees, bu fo
the scenery was a collection of [
beautiful postcards.

All year we see squirrels run
around through the trees, butitis |
not until this time of year that we
canactually see what they'reup to.
Take a little time to look upward
and maybe you'll appreciate what
many refer to as pesky critters, a
little more. They use what I call
"highways", in other words the |
same general paths through the
trees.

Also this is the time of year
you can see the remnants of this
year’s nests. One at Bird Haven was a true master builder as her nest
has survived assaults by high winds several times.

Annual Christmas Bird Count

Coming up is the 115th Annual Christmas Bird Count {CBC} spon-
sored by the National Audubon Society. This yearly event goes back to
Christmas Day in 1900, when Frank Chapman gathered 26 birders from
all over the country to countbirds, with 90 species recorded. Think about
that a minute as there were no phones or internet. He would be totally
amazed at the thousands of bird enthusiasts who participate each year.

The National Audubon Society organizes the CBC each year with the
entire country divided into counting circles with a radius of 15 miles.
Each circle has a leader who gathers all of the data and forwards it to the
National Audubon Society. This ensures that birds in open space such
as lakes and parks are counted as well as your yard and my yard.

All of this data tells a story such as declining populations, comeback
populations such as the Bald Eagle, migrations such as the Eurasian
Collared Dove, which is now clear to Alaska after starting in Florida
and, of course, the Northern Cardinal which has followed the nation’s
river systems and spread out from there.

Thatis typically why there are more cardinals in Spencer, Estherville
and Jackson. Wendell continues to have breeding pairs at Bird Haven
though none have followed my red car to my house yet.

People who are growing up here or just moved here are quite used to
seeing Bald Eagles. That is a very recent development. I lived an hour
east of the Mississippi River for 25 years, and we went to Bald Eagle
Days in Keokuk to see all of them gathered below the dam. Yesterday
morning, from my window, I saw an immature eagle fishing above the
Hwy 9/71 bridge. Amazing!

Local Count Information

The Northern Iowa Prairie Lakes bird club will conduct the count
for the circle, which includes the Iowa Great Lakes area on Sunday,
December 20.Lee Schoenewe will organize the group, being sure thatall
who wish to participate are included, compile the counts and is respon-
sible for forwarding the information to the National Audubon Society.

The counting participants who wish to go out in the field will meet
at the Hy-Vee Deli by 7:30 a.m. on December 20. There will be expert
birders to lead each group, and we encourage all that are interested to
come and help no matter your level of expertise.

I assure you that you will learn a lot and perhaps explore areas of our
county where you've never explored before. The groups will meet back
at Hy-Vee at noon to compare notes and reorganize for the afternoon.
This schedule allows more to participate even if you only have half a day.

Another option is to stay home and count the birds in your yard. For
example, if you see 7 cardinals at 8 a.m., 3 cardinals at 9:30 a.m. and 10
at noon, then count the 10 at noon as the official count for your yard.
(sometimes dreams do come true!)

Manage Costs, Increase Profits

its “Crop Advantage Series” meeting in Okoboji on January 6, 2016,
at the Arrowwood Resort and Conference Center.

The meeting will be held from 10:00am to 3:30pm and is
hosted by Paul Kassel, extension field agronomist.

“CropAdvantage Series brings the latest crop production information
from Iowa State University Extension and Outreach,” states Kassel.
This year’s Crop Advantage Series will focus on the importance of risk
management programs and ways to control costs.

John Sawyer, Extension soil fertility specialistis one of the morning’s
keynote speakers. Sawyer will discuss research that will help farmers
make decisions on fertilizer application and nitrogen management.

Chad Hart, Extension economist at ISU will discuss managing
margins in 2016 and beyond. Hart will also give his views on the grain
markets for 2016.
