 To further clarify how Physical Plant and Equipment Levy (PPEL) funds can be used for building the 
academic portion of the proposed new middle school, the Okoboji School Board met in special session 
at 12:00 PM on Friday, August 21, 2015. The Board voted unanimously to approve the wording below 
stating PPEL funds will be used only for constructing Phase I of the proposed new 5-8 middle school 
building and no funds will be collected in excess of the 14.7 million needed for the new building. 
Terms for fi nancing Phase II, the athletic portion of the building, will be defi ned later.

 This is a declaration of intent by this Board that the intended plan of fi nance for the academic por-
tion of the School District’s building project to be paid from the annual voter-approved physical plant 
and equipment property tax levy (“PPEL levy”) in an amount not exceeding one dollar and thirty-four 
cents per thousand dollars of assessed valuation of the taxable property within the School District 
over the ten year period (assuming approval at the upcoming September 8 election) will be limited to 
a maximum amount of $14,700,000; and in the event of increased property valuations and therefore 
increased PPEL revenue it is the intent of this Board to use the increased revenue to retire debt early 
resulting in a shorter duration of the levy.

 The wording above means no “excess PPEL funds” will be generated from the September 8 levy 
for use on other infrastructure needs. The Board’s recommendation is to collect only 14.7 million then 
pay the loan off early, something that can not be done with a General Obligation (GO) bond unless an 
additional tax is levied. The district has an excellent track record of paying off debt early, and the cur-
rent Board trusts future Boards will continue that practice. 

 Below you will also fi nd some Property Tax Facts patrons should understand regarding the $1.34 
PPEL levy found on the September 8 ballot:

◆Okoboji Community School property tax rate dropped 28.5% in past ten years, from $10.48 (2005-
06) to $7.49 (2015-16).

◆Everyone should go to the Dickinson County Assessors Offi ce or look at their personal tax state-
ments to see your actual tax increase with a $1.34 levy increase. 

◆Current FY16 Okoboji Property Tax Rate: $7.49 (lowest in the state)

◆Maximum Iowa School Property Tax Rate: $23.05

◆Average Iowa School Property Tax Rate: $13.86

◆Okoboji Property Tax Rate after adding $1.34 $8.83 (will be 5th lowest in state)

◆Actual Residential Property Tax Increase:  $72.36/Year for every $100,000 assessed value 
  (or $6.03/month)

 A sample pie chart is on the right for a house in Milford 
showing how the homeowner’s property taxes are broken 
down by “school taxes” and “non-school taxes”. As you can 
see, only 28% of this homeowner’s taxes are for Okoboji 
Community School. All property owners pay different taxes 
based on where they live; therefore, everyone should look 
at their personal tax statements or go to the county auditor’s 
website http://dickinsoncountyiowa.org/tax-levy-sheets/ to 
fi nd out what percent of their total taxes are for the school.

Hank Hall Teapot Selected for 
Regional Exhibit at Coe College
 “Parade Ready” – a mixed media teapot by Spirit Lake artist Hank 
Hall – has been selected for the juried show “River to River” at Coe 
College, in conjunction 
with the third bi-annual 
Iowa Clay Conference at 
The Ceramic Center in 
Cedar Rapids, Iowa.
 The River to River 
exhibit will highlight the 
richness and diversity of 
ceramic art within Iowa 
and across eleven other 
Midwest states. The show 
runs from September 11 – 
October 3 at the Sinclair Galleries on the campus of Coe College with 
a reception on Friday, October 2, from 6:00 – 8:00pm is part of the 
Iowa Clay Conference that weekend.
 Juror for the exhibit is Bede Clarke, Professor of Art at the University 
of Missouri since 1992. He received his Master of Fine Arts from The 
University of Iowa (1990) and a BFA from Eckerd College (1982).  
Bede’s work is found in public and private collections in the U.S. and 
abroad.  He maintains a studio in Columbia, Missouri, where he produces 
his ceramic art work and continues to exhibit worldwide. Currently, he 
is working with wheel-thrown wood-fired stoneware vessels and large 
wall tiles emphasizing abstract drawing and color. He is interested in 
making work, which “like a good meal leaves a healthy, full feeling.”
 Hall’s “Parade Ready” is a combination of bold and whimsical 
elements. It includes a wheel-thrown and altered teapot with a mixed 
media lid and handle, metal wheels, and a wooden ramp base. The 
teapot is made of bisque-fired cone 6 stoneware, sprayed with green 
glitter paint on the outside and white-glazed inside.
 Hall explains, “My number one goal when making teapots is to satisfy 
my own esthetic sense of what makes for an entertaining, inventive, 
and personal teapot form. If others get the same creative kick out of 
them as I do, it doesn’t get much better than that!”
 Hall creates one-of-a-kind clay, drawing and mixed media pieces 
in his home studio in Spirit Lake. After 34 years of teaching art in 
Marshalltown, Graettinger, and Spirit Lake and an additional 10 years 
teaching private classes and running an art business, he now focuses 
on developing new work. Several directions of his imaginative work 
include teapots with mixed media embellishments; abstract drawings 
started with remote-controlled cars and robots; and colorful abstract 
paintings. An important early influence on his art was studying under 
Bauhaus-trained, master potter Marguerite Wildenhain at Pond Farm 
Pottery in Guerneville, California, in the summers of 1973 and 1974.

Americans Save the Day
 With there being so much negativity and divisiveness in the news 
lately it sure was nice to hear some good news over the weekend 
that shows why we live in the best country in the world and why 
Americans simply rock! This past Friday three American friends 
who were on a European vacation thwarted a terrorist attack by 
taking down a gunman on a train en route to Paris from Amsterdam.

path. A fourth American, Mark Moogalian and British businessman 
Chris Norman also played key roles in stopping this terror attack, 
as well as a French citizen who wishes to remain anonymous. 
Moogalian grabbed the AK-47 when El-Khazzani came out of the 
restroom and disarmed him; El-Khazzani was also carrying a pistol 
and he shot Moogalian in the back as he was protecting his wife. 
This is when the other three Americans leaped into action, grab-
bing the pistol and eventually tying him up with a neck tie from 
the train conductor. El-Khazzani also had a box-cutter and used 
that during the battle. Stone, an Airman 1st Class then helped the 
injured Moogalian by stopping his bleeding and perhaps saved his 
life. Sadler, Stone and Skarlatos were honored by French President 
Francois Holland on Sunday as they received France’s highest 
medal, making them Chevalier, Knights of the Legion of Honour. 
Norman was honored on Monday, and Moogalian will reportedly 
be honored at a later date. 
 These acts of heroism are what built this great country. Instead 
of worrying about their own safety, these four Americans, with help 
from two other passengers, didn’t worry about their own safety 
and reacted with sheer courage. When the three friends heard the 
gunfire they didn’t think about what to do, they reacted like heroes 
do as Skarlatos tapped his friends on the shoulder and said, “get 
him” after hearing the first gunshot. We have a lot of divisiveness 
going on in our country and even locally and it’s great that some-
thing like this can make us all take a step back and be proud to be 
Americans. Whether you like a different Presidential candidate than 
your neighbor, are a Democrat or Republican, are voting Yes or No 
for the Okoboji Middle School (I’m voting YES), we all can come 
together and agree to be proud of these heroes as well as agree that 
it’s damn good to be an American!

Garden Grant Project

 The Dickinson County Community Garden is finishing up 
a shed project thanks to a Dickinson County Endowment Fund 
grant. The shed is under con-
struction at the new site of 
the DC Community Garden, 
south of the water tower, 
at 23rd Street and Zenith 
Avenue in Spirit Lake, on 
land donated for our use by 
Lakes Regional Healthcare. The new shed will give the Garden 
additional storage for tools, equipment and planting and harvest-
ing supplies. 
 The Dickinson County Community Garden is in its 7th 
season of growing dozens of varieties of produce with 2 loca-
tions. We serve our member families with fresh food and teach 
preservation practices to help the food last beyond the growing 
season. Members help to plant, water, maintain and harvest the 
garden throughout the year. We also support local organizations 
like The Community Table, Discovery House, Spirit Life Food 
Pantry and Upper Des Moines, which feed those in need. We 
have estimated donations of 300- 500 pounds of fresh produce 
to these organizations last year, and will surpass that this year 
with the exceptional season we have had so far.
 The Dickinson County Community Gardens are funded by 
membership fees and grants including the Dickinson County 
Endowment Fund, Hy-Vee One Step Grant and the City of 
Spirit Lake, as well as land use permission from Lakes Regional 
Healthcare and Dyno’s.
 Our educational partnerships reach into the Spirit Lake 
Middle school, High school, pre-schools, Spirit Lake Library, 
Bedell Family YMCA YKids, and nearly a dozen businesses 
and organizations. Our memberships continually reach over 30 
households each year. We are in the process of applying for 501c3 
status and continue to seek community partnerships to make the 
DCCG an opportunity more families can enjoy and benefit from.

 “The hospital invested in the robotic surgical system in March, after careful research and recommen-
dations by surgeons on the hospital’s medical staff,” explained hospital president Bill Bumgarner. ”Our 
community is fortunate to have such skilled surgeons, who are willing to make the commitment to utilize 
new technology to seek enhanced outcomes for the patients they serve.”
 Currently, four local surgeons – obstetric/gynecological surgeons Dr. Brian Wilson and Dr. Abigail 
Drucker, and general surgeons Dr. Jason Keonin and Dr. Jaren Ricker, all of Northwest Iowa Surgeons of 
Spencer – are using the robotic system for select procedures. Surgeons will be present at the open house 
to share with the public how they guide the robotic equipment to assist them in surgical procedures.
 “All of us who are performing robotic surgery have been doing surgery for many years,” explained Dr. 
Brian Wilson.
 “We've done laparoscopic surgery for many years as well. By adding the robotic platform to what we 
have here at Spencer Hospital there really hasn't been much of a learning curve to it at all. It's just added 
a tool to what we have available to care for our patients.”
 Dr. Wilson says there are several advantages to robotic surgery: “In general, minimally invasive surgery, 
either laparoscopic or robot-assisted, results in less pain medications, less blood loss, and less chance for 
infections. Specific to robotic surgery, I've noticed that patients have less need for pain control while in 
the hospital. Then they take less pain medications at home and have a little bit quicker recovery versus 
laparoscopic surgery.”
 The Spencer Regional Healthcare Foundation assisted in the $1.4 million purchase. Adults and students 
interested in health care or robotics are encouraged to attend Wednesday’s open house event.

The real debt for all public 
entities in Iowa
 On February 9, 2015, the State Treasurer of 
Iowa, Michael L. Fitzgerald, released the report 
of outstanding debt obligations for state and 
local governments.
  For the current report 35.41 percent of the debt 
is held by cities, and the next largest portion 
of the debt is held by school districts at 22.92 
percent. Thus, over 58 percent of all debt by 
public entities is held by cities and school boards. 
This means the remaining 41.67 percent is owed 
by the remaining six types of entities: state 
authorities, Board of Regents, state agencies, 
counties, community colleges, and other.

     That doesn't mean that all cities and schools are in a large 
amount of debt, but some are. If we look at the cities with 
the largest amount of debt-per-capita, they are: Coralville, 
Maharishi Vedic City, Arnolds Park, Okoboji, and Lohrville. 
Coralville has the highest debt-per-capita at $14,167.
   Just the facts folks, it's not just the Feds with an 18 
Trillion dollar debt, it's when you combine that with States, 
Counties and Cities, we fi nd we're living a pipe dream, and 
it will bury those children who you think you're trying to 
save. A fancy building an education does not make!
