Welcome back folks.  Walleye Weekend is upon us once 
again; signaling the fact that schools will be getting out 
soon, traf  c will increase, and the weather will turn.

I’d like to take this week to help answer a question that we 
as agents receive a lot.  Because the lakes area continues to 
be a hotbed for real estate investors, these investors consis-
tently inquire as to what the “rental regulations” are for 
a particular property.  “Can we rent by the day?  Can 
we rent by the week?  Can we rent by the month?  What 
are we allowed to do?” Well, the answer is not always 
easy, and I always encourage my buyers to discuss with the 
city, county or potential HOA (home owners’ association) 
that the property may belong to.  However, in general, this 
is how it works.  First and  foremost, you need to know how 
the property is zoned in the county or city.  The zoning will 
tell you how rentals are regulated.  Most of the time, if a 
property is zoned as residential, then the city or county will 
only allow you to rent by the month at a minimum, and this 
rule can vary.  If zoned commercial, you might be able to 
rent by the day or the week.  If there is special zoning, such 
as in Arnolds Park with “Cottage Residential”, you can rent 
by the day or week.  Now, once you determine with the city 
or county what they will allow, and if you are in an HOA, 
then you need to review the “covenants” or by-laws of the 
association.  Many associations don’t allow renting at all, 
whereas some will only allow monthly minimums.  And 
some allow daily or weekly.  So, in summary, you need to 
check with the city or county  rst and see what is legal.  
Then, if you are in an HOA, you need to determine what 
is allowed in your particular association.  Oh, by the way, 
don’t forget to inquire about paying your hotel/motel tax!

Lessons Of The Holocaust at 
Milford Memorial Library
 Join Iowa Holocaust Council Member and educator Brad 
Wilkening as he talks about Lessons of the Holocaust at the 
Milford Memorial Library on 
Monday, May 8, from 6:30 
p.m. to 8:00 p.m. Wilkening 
will address how people can 
apply lessons of the Holocaust 
in today’s world where im-
moral acts are still happening. 
He started teaching in 1975 
and has done extensive studies 
of the Holocaust since 2009. 
 Wilkening finds the need 
for Holocaust education and the 
lessons people can learn from 
it more relevant now than ever. 
Inhumanity occurs around the 
world almost daily and he wants 
to make a difference in the lives 
of as many people as he can 
reach. “After this event (Holocaust) we said ‘NEVER AGAIN,’ yet 
there are numerous places today where genocide is happening. We as 
individuals must do our part to help humanity survive the inhumanity 
that some have toward others,” said Wilkening. His goal is to teach 
people that they need to create a safer more caring environment.
 Wilkening’s presentation will include: 20 minutes of how he got 
involved in studying the Holocaust and the history; 20 minutes of 
stories from survivors; and a 20 minute video of Wilkening talking 
to a survivor. There will be time at the end of the program to ask 
questions and make comments. 
 Wilkening contacted Milford Memorial Library Director Beth 
Sorenson to see if he could do a presentation at the library and she 
was excited about the idea of having him come talk about the Ho-
locaust. “It's a chance for people to remember what happened so it 
doesn’t happen again. It has impacted a lot of people even though, 
for some of us younger people, it is a long time in the past,” said 
Sorenson. The Milford Memorial Library has been telling patrons 
about the program and so many people have been interested and 
have their own stories to share.
 Wilkening started teaching in 1975 and has taught at more than 5 
schools in the area. He has studied the topic intensively and in 2011 
he was one of 35 people selected for a class at Columbia University 
and again in 2017 he was one of only 35 people to go to a class in 
Newark sponsored by the Jewish Foundation for the Righteous.

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Wings and Wetlands Weekend 
 Two male scarlet tanagers, ablaze in fiery red feathers, flitted 
about in front of a group of birders during a Warbler Walk for 
Wings & Wet-
lands Week-
end.
 “The gasps 
and oohs and 
aahs were just 
unbelievable,” 
said Ed Thelen, 
who helps lead 
the Warbler 
Walk for Dick-
inson County 
Conservation 
e a c h  y e a r .
 The l i t t le 
birds were so colorful, they almost looked out of place, like they 
should be in a tropical rainforest, not flying around northwest Iowa.
 However, at this time of year, a variety of colorful birds are 
migrating through the region on the way from their tropical 
winter homes to their cooler summer homes. See them during 
this year’s Warbler Walk 8:00am, Saturday, May 13, during 
Wings & Wetlands Weekend.
 Meet Dickinson County Conservation environmental educa-
tion coordinator Bryanna Kuhlman and Thelen at the Marble 
Lake boat ramp west of Big Spirit Lake for the leisurely walk 
to look for warblers and other migrating songbirds.
 Thelen said groups have spotted up to 18 species of warblers 
and other colorful birds such as the scarlet tanagers and rose-
breasted grosbeaks during this annual walk. He loves to see the 
blackburnian warbler and the more-common American redstart.
 “That one we’re much more likely to see because some are 
known to nest in Iowa,” Thelen said. “Most of the warblers are 
going north to nest in the deciduous forests of Canada.”
 During the Warbler Walk, birders will move slowly, watching 
for warblers feeding in the tops of trees and listening for their 
calls.
 “Warblers often group together in little bunches; they call it a 
wave of warblers,” Thelen said. “It’s not unusual to see one, and 
then you stop and wait and a bunch of them will move through 
in a wave.”
 Although birders usually hope for a gorgeous day to head 
outside, a little darker weather often helps people spot these 
colorful little birds. Instead of feeding in the top of trees, light 
rain and clouds will push them down closer to eye level.
 Thelen has helped lead the Warbler Walk for about 15 years, 
and he is always excited to get people of all ages out doing what 
he loves, birding. And this is a great time of year to try it.
 “The whole migration thing is so unbelievable the way these 
same birds come back to the same area,” he said.
 After the Warbler Walk, a Wings & Wetlands Weekend pro-
gram will be held at 3:00pm at the Dickinson County Nature 
Center in Okoboji.
 Duane Jundt, a lecturer in history at Northwestern College 
in Orange City, will present “Birdwatcher-In-Chief: Theodore 
Roosevelt and America’s Birds.” Roosevelt’s conservation 
ethics and hunting exploits are well known, but many people 
don’t know that he was an avid birdwatcher and champion for 
America’s threated bird species and habitats. Jundt will discuss 
the role birds and birding played in the life of this American 
president.
 In addition to Dickinson County, other northwest Iowa county 
conservation boards will also be having Wings & Wetlands 
Weekend activities May 13-14, so check out all the fun oppor-
tunities throughout the area.

They will 
be selling four varieties of trees 
again this year including: Au-
tumn Blaze Maple, Sunburst 
Honey Locust, Spring Snow 
Crab, and Black Hills Spruce. 
Fifty trees ranging in height 
from approximately 6 - 8 feet 
tall will be sold to Arnolds Park 
residents for $25 each. There is 
a limit of two trees per family 
and all trees should be planted 
in Arnolds Park. 
 Arnolds Park has been 
recognized by the National Arbor Day Foundation as a “Tree 
City” for the past 18 years. Four standards need to be met in 
order for “Tree City USA” recognition. The standards include: 
A City must have a tree board or department that is responsible 
for the care of all trees on City- or Town-owned property, a 
Tree Care Ordinance, a Community Forestry Program, and 
an Arbor Day Observance or Proclamation. Mayor Hus-
song signed the 2017 Arbor Day Proclamation on April 12.
 Team WAVE is also responsible for the hanging flower baskets 
along Broadway Street in Arnolds Park. This year we are hop-
ing to add an additional 10 hanging baskets, bringing the total 
to 40, on the light poles along the sidewalk and bike path from 
the Central Emporium to the Amusement Park. This project has 
been made possible due to many generous donations to Team 
WAVE and with help from Cottage Gardens and Clary Lake 
Services in Milford, the City of Arnolds Park, and the Arnolds 
Park Amusement Park. 
 Last fall, Team WAVE completed a landscaping project in 
front of the Central Emporium. A picnic table has been ordered 
to be placed in this location where residents and visitors can 
relax and enjoy what the area has to offer. They would like to 
thank Matt at Blue Water Prairie Landscape Design for the nice 
job on the landscaping.
