June Goldman Knows The Rewards Of Volunteering
 “Volunteering is both heart warming and reward-
ing,” says June Parker Goldman, one of the lakes 
area outstanding contributors to a number of worthy 
causes. She says that it’s one of the most satisfying 
things that a person can do, “and the more you do, 
the more exciting it becomes.”
  June Parker Goldman (now Mrs. Karl E. Kilsh-
olm, Spirit Lake ) chose to highlight just four of 
her many volunteer activities at the Ladies of Lake 
Daughters of the American Revolution (DAR) 
Chapter meeting on August 11 at the Senior Center, 
Zenith Ave., Spirit Lake.

This is also a great sign for ISU fans that Prohm can 
recruit big-time talent, as Carter was also recruited by Texas, 
Illinois and Oregon as well as other high-major programs. I 
know that football season is just around the corner, but adding 
Carter to the roster gets this Cyclone fan dreaming of what will 
be possible this season. I’m hoping ISU football won’t have us 
talking basketball all fall, but that’s an article for a different day. 
Go Cyclones!

Local Band Joins The 2015 Iowa Rock ‘n Roll Hall of Fame
 The Iowa Rock ‘n Roll Music Association 
(IRRMA) presents the 2015 Hall of Fame 
Induction Spectacular Weekend September 
4-6 in Arnolds Park, IA. 
 The Castels of Milford, Iowa, join the 
Iowa Rock n’ Roll Hall of Fame this Labor 
Day Weekend. In 1963, two Milford High 
School students, Mike Rohwer on bass guitar 
and Bill Carpenter on rhythm guitar, were 
joined by a younger Milford High student, 
Gary Baumbach, lead guitarist. The three 
were then joined by two Arnolds Park high 
school students, Larry Jensen, on drums, and 
Sid Knittel, on rhythm guitar and became the 
Castels. Carpenter later dropped out of the 
group, but continued to write songs for the Cas-
tels. Carpenter and Rohwer ultimately wrote 
six songs that were recorded by the Castels.
 The Castels honed their talent by playing 
at local high school dances, and countless 
Saturday night dances at the old American 
Legion in Milford. As time went on, they 
became one of the favorite local bands at the 
Roof Garden on Fridays and Saturdays. They 
were the opening act for such bands as Mitch 
Ryder and the Detroit Wheels, Sam the Sham 
and the Pharaohs, The Mindbenders, and Jerry 
Lee Lewis. They soon expanded their travels 
to play ballrooms and high schools throughout 
the tri-state area.
 In 1965, they entered IGL Recording studios 
and recorded “Look What Love Has Done” 
and “How Can You Tell”. The group pressed 
500 copies and sold them from the stage at 
local dances. They later recorded two more 
songs at the IGL studios, “its Probably Better 
That Way” and “Dum Dadey, Dum Dadi.”
 In 1966, the Castels added two female 
vocalists, Sue Gaskill and Vicki Bartels, 
from Estherville. The addition of Vicki and 
Sue added a new dimension to the group’s 
performances. The Castels then entered and 
won a battle of the bands contest held at the 
Lakeland Drive-In Theater in Milford, IA, 
which included a recording session at Lynn 
Recording Studios in Rochester, Minnesota.
 The Castels are now scattered across the 
states and will be performing Induction Week-
end in the Roof Garden in Arnolds Park, IA 
September 6. 
 Bob Gamble of Spirit Lake, Iowa is 
awarded the IRRMA Lifetime Achievement 
Award this Labor Day Weekend. Bob became 
interested in the bass when his brother, Denny, 
started playing with the Torkays. Bob started 
with the Ascots in 1964 and then the Torkays 
and Broken Glass through ’68 with singer 

Terry Mccall.  They worked with fellow Iowa 
Rock and Roll Hall of Famers Vickie Lynn, 
Steve Lutes, Bob York, and Al Klein. During 
this time his bands won 2 of the battles of the 
bands at the Roof Garden.  In the summers 
of  ’67 and ’68, he and Terry were the “house 
band” on the Empress, using local musicians 
as needed. 
 Upon returning from a short time in Los 
Angeles, he free-lanced and performed with 
Shane von Holdt and various groups like the 
Sticks and Stones, and later with Dee Jay and 
the Runaways. 
 In ’71 he was elected the first president of 
the Iowa Lakes Community College music 
department.  Through that decade he played 
in the college’s music groups, was the bassist 
for KC Jones, and was original bassist with the 
band Spitfire.  He also gave bass lessons for 
college credit, as well as to some high school 
bassists at their band directors’ request. 
 His versatility allowed him to play in area 
big bands, such as the Mike Day Orchestra 
and the Billy Redmond Orchestra as well as 
the Dixie Knights. He played for musicals at 
ILCC and at the Okoboji Summer Theatre. 
 He moved to the Dallas area where he 
played country rock and big band, then to 
the Washington, DC area where he currently 
resides. Bob will be performing Induction 
Weekend with the IRRMA All-Stars in the 
Roof Garden in Arnolds Park, IA September 6. 
 Barbara Lancaster from Arnolds Park, Iowa 
is honored with this year’s Spirit Award for all 
her hard work and support of IRRMA. Good 
friends introduced Barbara Lancaster to Rock 
The Roof at the Roof Garden in Arnolds Park 
in the summer of 2005. It only took one time 
to get her hooked again on the rock ‘n’ roll 
music she says she loved as a teenager.  Barbara 
hasn’t missed a Rock The Roof concert since 
that summer. 
 “As a volunteer at Rock The Roof in 2006, 
I began taking pictures just for fun,” she stated. 
“I shared copies of my photos with John Senn, 
who then asked me to be IRRMA’s official 
photographer for Rock The Roof and other 
events in our Northwest Iowa area.” 
Nine years and approximately 12,000 photos 
later, she is still doing a volunteer job she loves. 
The pictures are used on the IRRMA website, 
in the yearbooks, flyers and posters, as well as 
preserving our history in photos to help retain 
the legacy of Rock ‘n’ Roll in Iowa.
