Local Volunteers Provide Knitted
Knockers For Mastectomy Patients

Lakes Regional Healthcare (LRH) Volunteers have along history of
making LRH patients and visitors feel comfortable and cared for. They are
continuing that tradition for people
in the area that have undergone
mastectomy or other surgeries to
the breast by knitting breast pros-
theses called “Knitted Knockers.”

Knitted Knockers are special
handmade breast prostheses that
are soft and comfortable when
placed in a regular bra. Made of
a soft cotton yarn and filled with
poly-fill, they take the shape and
feel of a real breast. Knockers
come in different sizes and each
has a hole in which to add or re-
move stuffing for the desired size.
Some women prefer to also add a
small stone or weight inside the
Knocker to help keep it in place
inside the bra, and give them a more realistic feel.

LRH Volunteer Shirley McCann had the idea of bringing Knitted
Knockers to the Iowa Great Lakes during one of her winter trips in
Arizona. “T had friends in Arizona that used these after they had breast
cancer and underwent mastectomies. They felt these were better than
silicone breast prosthesis because they are lighter and don’t make them
hot or cause heat rash,” said McCann.

McCann and other volunteers donate the Knockers to LRH’s cancer
program. Anyone can get these complimentary Knitted Knockers by
calling LRH at 712-336-8650 or stopping by their Outpatient Center,
located next to Avera Medical Group Lakes Family Practice. LRH
Director of Outpatient Services Robyn Paulsen said, “We appreciate
the volunteers for making these — people from all over love them and
appreciate having this option available to them.”

Pictures come no better, a picture that most older people will enjoy. Just look at all the business signs.
I would like to know how many of these buildings you see in this picture that are still there. The first store
in town was operated by James Williams in the Old Fort Hospital, the first hotel was the Wahkonsa House,
accommodations left much to be desired. When the future governor Cyrus Carpenter arrived, he stayed at
the hotel and slept on a bed consisting of a board between two barrels with an old army blanket serving
as a mattress and another as a cover. Rates were $5 a day for board and room. Travel on the stagecoach
was neither comfortable, nor cheap. The roads were rough and if the stage became mired in the mud, the
passengers were expected to lend a helping hand. The fare from Dubuque to Fort Dodge was a $20 gold
, the "Des Moines Belle" were the steamboats on the Des
Moines river and two ferries helped with passengers and the shipping of goods. Anyone buying land in
Iowa's northwest corner had to come to Fort Dodge. 1855 to 1857 was one of the major periods of land
speculation in American history. Fortunes were made as land auctioned off by the government at a minimum
bid of $1.25 an acre could often be sold in a matter of months at $8 to $12 an acre.

Dickinson County Conservation Student Plantings

The Dickinson County Conservation Board is
committed to protecting monarch butterflies and
other pollinators through the planting of milkweed
and other native prairie species throughout the
community.

Students from the four Dickinson County school
districts assisted in this mission during a planting
project Tuesday, May 12, on six acres adjacent to
Pure Fishing’s facility in Spirit Lake. Pure Fishing
partnered with Dickinson County Conservation,
the Iowa Great Lakes watershed coordinator, The
Prairie Flower of Fostoria and Dickinson County
Pheasants Forever to plant a native prairie plot.

About 225 students were able to spread seed,
plant prairie plugs and learn about how pollinators
make possible one in every three bites of food that
we take. Fifth-grade classes from Graettinger-Terril
and Okoboji as well as sixth-grade classes from
Harris-Lake Park and Spirit Lake participated in
the event.

“The teachers had very positive feedback, and
I think the whole day was a success,” said Karess
Knudtson, environmental education coordinator
with the Dickinson County Conservation Board.
“It was wonderful to see all the agencies come
together to make it successful for the students.”

The conservation board staff have been growing
hundreds of native prairie seedlings at the Dickin-
son County Nature Center which were used for the
Pure Fishing planting project and will be utilized
for other student planting programs.

The sixth-grade environmental club at Spirit
Lake Middle School planted native prairie and
woodland species at the Audubon Sanctuary in
Spirit Lake Monday,May 18.The sixth-grade class
and environmental club have worked for the past
three years to rejuvenate the Audubon Sanctuary
located at 2510 Denver Ave.,and they have learned
what conservation professionals do to restore pieces
of property.

Naturalist Charles Vigdal said the environmental
club students have been testing out a growing sys-
tem that they could utilize next year to grow native
species for the Audubon Sanctuary as well.

The Okoboji fifth-grade class also had the
chance to plant native species in three ecosystems
at Kenue Park in Okoboji, wrapping up a year-long
project with the conservation board.

The class began the year with a field trip to learn
about the different ecosystems in Kenue Park and
then spent time in the classroom researching pol-
linators, plant structure and certain prairie plants.
That classroom knowledge was then putinto action
as students were able to plant the specific species
that they researched.

“This type of projectenables students to transfer

the knowledge gained in the classroom into hands-
on application in the field,” Knudtson said.

The push
for protecting
monarchs and
other pollina-
tors does not
stop with stu- F
dents though. [

“We are
growing lim-
ited quanti-
ties of milk-
weed plants
to sell to the
general pub-
lic throughout
the season, so
they can be
part of the solution,” Knudtson said. “Our aim
for these projects is two-fold --- we want to get
plants in the ground, but also we are aiming for
an ‘awareness campaign’ where lowans commit to
providing space in their yards for milkweed and
other native flowers. We are working to have some
of those plants available for purchase at the nature
center, but there are also other local growers that
have varieties of flowers for sale.”

Milkweed is a vital plant for monarch butter-
flies, because monarch caterpillars eat that plant
exclusively. Increasing milkweed habitat will help
to increase monarch populations.

“Monarch butterflies are an iconic representa-
tion of pollinators, which also include native bees,
honeybees, other insects and hummingbirds,”
Knudtson said. “We need to increase habitat for
pollinators as they are an intricate link to our food
supply, pollinating at least one out of every three
bites of food.”

Monarchs are the quintessential pollinator,
representing a whole host of species quietly doing
one of the most important jobs on the planet, but
the species is in trouble, having lost 96 percent of
its population since 1992.

Towans of all ages have an opportunity to make
areal difference in the monarch population and for
pollinators in general. It’s simple --- plant native
flowers in your yards, from milkweed species for
monarchs to a variety of other native flowers for
other pollinators.

“Monarch caterpillars only eat milkweed
plants,” Knudtson said. “Therefore, if we provide
milkweed habitat, we will increase monarch
populations. Everyone can help, no matter how
big or small your backyard. No milkweed means
no monarchs. It’s that simple.”

owa Lakes Grad To Giide In World
Championships In Lithuania

Not every student who takes flying lessons at lowa Lakes Com-
munity College majors in aviation and goes on to be a commercial
pilot. Take Tony Condon, pictured, who majored in pre-engineering
and transferred to Iowa State University in Aerospace Engineering.

Now the Estherville native is preparing to compete in the World
Gliding Championships.

World Gliding Championships are held every other year. Typically
each country sends two pilots to each competition. This summer the
two pilots are Condon and Francois Pin from Knoxville, Tennessee.
They go to Lithuania to compete from July 28 to August 16.

Glider pilots find pockets of rising air — thermals — and ride them to
achieve distance and speed. Condon’s longest glider flight was about
525 miles, from Wellington, Kansas to DeQuincy, Louisiana.

There are seven different classes in glider competition. They all
compete in different world locations. The class Condon flies is new
this year. The new class Condon competes in has a limited wingspan
of 13.5 meters.

While at ISU, Condon worked as a flight instructor at the Ames
airport. He took a glider course there and soon joined a community
glider club, eventually becoming an instructor.

From ISU, Condon moved to Wichita, Kan., joined the glider club
there and began competing. Now he’s a flight instructor for the Textron
Aviation Employees Flying Club.

His first national contest was south of Dallas in 2014, where he did
well enough to make the team. He just got home from the Pan American
Gliding Championships, a Continental Championship held in Athens,
Tenn. The United States, Canada, Brazil and Argentina competed.

He said, “The flying was at the same level of competition as the
World Championships; I won the final day of the contest so it was good
practice and experience for Lithuania.”

Condon is the son of Tony and Jody Condon, both Iowa Lakes
employees, of Estherville.

ILCC Infinity Scholars Present
at lowa Academy of Sciences

There were over 115 poster presentations at the lowa Academy of
Sciences annual meeting held April 17 to 18 in Iowa City. Seniors from
four-year colleges and universities, graduate students, medical students
made most of them. Only two were from community colleges — both
from Iowa Lakes Community College.

Joel Hoyman, Emmetsburg, and Andy Seguerra, Estherville,
presented their project looking at high velocity hand-dryers with and
without hepa-filters and the impact of these dryers on the number of
bacteria on the fingers.

“A lot of projects people didn’t understand, but they could see
the real-world applications for ours and had lots of questions,” said
Seguerra.

Brian Bristow, Associate Professor of Science at lowa Lakes, said,
“The Infinity Scholars program and presenting at the lowa Academy
of Sciences is giving our students the chance to conduct and present
the results of research, something college students wouldn’t normally
get to do until they were seniors — or even in grad school.”

Both Hoyman and Seguerra are National Science Foundation Infin-
ity Scholars. As a part of this honors program for students in science,
technology, engineering and math (STEM), they complete a Capstone
project at the end of their sophomore year. They are presenting it as
such on Wednesday, April 29, along with the other Infinity Scholars.

The Infinity Scholars program is open to all students studying in
the STEM fields and scholarships up to $4,500.00 per student per are
year awarded based on financial need. This program is funded by a
grant through the National Science Foundation.

Upon graduation from Iowa Lakes, Hoyman plans to attend the Uni-
versity of lowamajoring in Human Physiology with plans to eventually
attend medical school. Seguerra plans to attend Iowa State University
majoring in Exercise Science and plans to go to chiropractic school.

Exhibitions Of Birds Cancelled
Due To Avian Influenza

lowa State Extension And Outreach

The Iowa Department of Agriculture and Land Stewardship today
announced an order to cancel all live bird exhibitions at county fairs,
the Iowa State Fair, and other gatherings of birds due to avian influenza.
The Department’s order begins immediately, is effective through the
end of 2015, and also prohibits live birds from being sold at livestock
auction markets, swap meets and exotic sales.

Towa has over 25 million birds and more than 60 farms impacted
by H5N?2 highly-pathogenic avian influenza (HPAI). The purpose of
the Department’s directive is to minimize the risk of potential further
spread of the virus to other poultry. The Center for Disease Control
(CDC) and Iowa Department of Public Health consider the risk to the
public related to HPAI HS infections to be very low. No human infec-
tions of the virus have ever been detected and there is no food safety
risk for consumers.

“We are asking producers and bird owners to increase their bios-
ecurity measures and we feel this is a needed step to further minimize
the risk of spreading the virus,” said Iowa Secretary of Agriculture
Bill Northey. "The scale of this outbreak has been unprecedented, so
we think it is important we take every possible step to limit the chance
that this disease will spread any further."

Officials with the Department have spoken with leadership from
the Iowa State Fair and Iowa State University Extension and Outreach
this week to discuss the situation.

“We have been working in conjunction with our state veterinarian to
monitor the situation,” said Gary Slater, lowa State Fair CEO/Manager.
“We strive to provide safe and healthy competition for all the animals
at our State Fair and know this decision was made in the best interest
of our exhibitors and our poultry industry.”

“lowa State University Extension and Outreach 4-H's priority is
youth and their learning experiences," said Mike Anderson, Extension
4-H State Livestock Specialist and State Fair 4-H Livestock Superin-
tendent. "Some 4-H'ers will be disappointed that they won't be able to
exhibit their poultry projects at fairs this summer, but we're exploring
alternate learning opportunities to offer them at fairs and will share
more details as plans develop. This is a great example to the public,
fair-goers, and the consumer that the animal health, animal well-being
and the safety of the poultry industry is at the forefront of our young
people’s practices. Through our annual Food Safety and Quality As-
surance curriculum, we have educated youth for many years on these
and other topics such as biosecurity and the potential for diseases to
spread. The education and learning practices are being put into action
in the real world."

The Iowa Turkey Federation and Iowa Poultry Association both
recommended that bird exhibitions be cancelled this year due to avian
influenza. Iowa leads the nation in egg production and is in the top ten
in turkey production.
