Though many people are quick to refer to 
Memorial Day as the unofficial beginning of 
summer, the day is much more than that. 
Initially known as Decoration Day, Memorial 
Day is a day to remember those military 
members who died in service of the country.
The origins of Memorial Day remain a 
topic of debate. In 1966, President Lyndon 
Johnson declared Waterloo, N.Y. as the official 
birthplace of Memorial Day. However, the 
roots of Memorial Day likely run much deeper, 
as researchers at Duke University note that 
during the Civil War, organized women’s 
groups in the south had begun to decorate the 
graves of fallen soldiers.
Memorial Day as we know it today can likely 
be traced to Charleston, S.C., where teachers, 
missionaries and some members of the press 
gathered on May 1, 1865 to honor fallen 
soldiers. During the Civil War, captured Union 
soldiers were held at the Charleston Race 
Course and hundreds died during captivity. 
Upon their deaths, soldiers were buried in 
unmarked graves. When the Civil War ended, 
the May Day gathering was organized as a 
memorial to all the men who had died during 
captivity. The burial ground was landscaped, and those freed as a result of the Civil War played an 
integral role in the event at the Charleston Race Course.
While the event in Charleston might have been the first Memorial Day-type celebration in the southern 
United States, General John A. Logan is often cited as inspiring similar events in the north. As 
commander-in-chief of the Grand Army of the Republic, a veterans’ organization for men who served in 
the Civil War, General Logan issued a proclamation just five days after the Charleston event that called 
for Decoration Day to be observed annually across the country. Logan preferred the event not be held 
on the anniversary of any particular battle, and thus the day was observed for the first time on May 
30. Celebrating the day in May also was significant to event organizers because May is a month when 
flowers are in bloom, making it easier for observers of the holiday to place flowers on the graves of fallen 
soldiers.
In 1868, events were held at more than 180 cemeteries in 27 states, and those figures nearly doubled in 
1869. By 1890, every northern state officially recognized Decoration Day as a state holiday. But southern 
states honored their dead on a different day until after World War I, when the holiday was changed to 
recognize Americans who died in any war and not just the Civil War. Nearly every state now celebrates 
Memorial Day, a name for the holiday first used in 1882, on the last Monday in May.

There is much I am musing 
on from our church services 
yesterday: good crowds, 
new members joining, and 
a great spirit of worship. 
But currently it is the few 
moments before the service 
began that has my memory 
bank in overdrive.

I saw the box in my 
daughter’s hand as she 
rushed frantically into my 
office five minutes before
service start time. There 
were other young people 
behind her with equally wide 
eyes and concerned faces.

“It fell out of the nest, dad, 
you need to put it back!”

“It” was a small gray baby 
bird of some kind. I mean no 
unkindness to our airborne 
friends, but it was quite 
an ugly thing. Very few 
feathers, wide, flat, yellow 
beak, almost translucent 
skin.

The nest is in a hard to 
reach,  problematic place, 
high up in the rafters of 
our drive under front porch 
at the main entrance to 
the church. But before I 
could even begin to process 
how to repatriate the bird, 
my daughter was already 
dashing down to the family 
life center to retrieve a
ladder.

As I arrived under the porch, 
she was meeting me there 
with the ladder. The crowds 
were filing in steadily. I 
placed the ladder in the 

proper position, took the 
bird in my hand, and started
upward. The little guy was 
pretty calm through it all. 
He seemed to have no fear 
of me, and did not struggle 
in my hand.

Reaching the top, I slid him 
into a tiny opening behind 
which I could hear his 
siblings chirping in the nest. 
He quickly scampered the 
last few inches, and when 
he did, an amazing thing 
happened: the nest went 
silent.

The lost family member was 
home, and all was right with 
their world.

It was inevitable that my 
mind would immediately 
go to the words of  Matthew 
10:29, “Are not two 
sparrows sold for a farthing? 
and one of them shall not 
fall on the ground without 
your Father.”

We so often view  the 
greatness of God through 
the largest lens possible, 
the magnificence of his 
creation: the galaxies, solar 
systems, and marvelous 
universe he spoke into 
existence. But as fitting as 
it is to see the greatness of 
God in the things that are 
incomprehensibly large, it 
is even more profound to 
see it in the things that are 
insignificantly small. An 
ugly, cheap, helpless bird
fell to the ground, and he 
was there with it as it did. 
And in this particular case

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VA Whistleblowers 
Gain Protections

---
On April 27, 2017, a presidential executive order gave 
the Department of Veterans Affairs 45 days to create 
a special office to protect whistleblowers and increase 
accountability. The VA managed to pull it off in 15 days, 
and the Office of Accountability and Whistleblower 
Protection now is up and running.
While short on text, the executive order is long on 
potential impact. A few highlights:
* The office is to help recruit, reward and retain high-
performing employees; 
* It will help identify statutory barriers to disciplining 
or terminating any employee who has done anything to 
jeopardize the health and safety of a veteran, and to re-
port those barriers so they can be fixed via legislation; 
* It will act swiftly to resolve veterans’ complaints of 
wrongdoing;
* And best of all: The new office will quickly investigate 
employees’ allegations of wrongdoing, and protect 
those employees from retaliation.
There. We have it in writing, signed, sealed and deliv-
ered: Whistleblowers will be protected. No longer will 
they have to face going to work knowing that inappro-
priate care is being given to veterans, or that supplies 
are going out the back door, or that drunk medical 
personnel are duty. No longer will they have to get a 
fake email account to try and stay anonymous when 
they send information to the hotline.
And no longer will the VA have to follow a protracted 
and convoluted set of legal guidelines, effectively being 
forced to keep a wayward employee who needs to be 
shown the door.
Additionally, remarks made at President Donald 
Trump’s signing indicate that there will be a website 
that discloses wait times at all VA hospitals, that men-
tal health services will be same-day at all VA hospitals, 
and that already this year, veterans have received 42 
percent more Choice Program approvals to see doctors 
of their choosing.
Are things looking up? We can only hope.

When it’s done, the husk and silk will come off with 
no problem.” Be sure you let the ears cool a bit 
first!
