National flags serve to unite citizens of a given 
country. Flags wave proudly in front of government 
buildings and schools, and they also identify athletes 
during international sporting competitions. In many 
countries, flags also serve as symbols of honor for 
members of the military and their families. 
For more than 200 years, the American flag has 
been a symbol of unity and pride in the United 
States. The red, white and blue flag has a storied 
history and has gone through various incarnations. 
The following are some of the more interesting facts 
pertaining to the American flag.
• Six different flag designs were flown before Betsy 
Ross announced that she had sewn the official 
American flag. These designs included a series of 
alternating red and white stripes, the Liberty Tree, 
the Sons of Liberty, and the Forester flag designs. 
The Continental Army once used a flag featuring a 
snake with the mantra “Don’t Tread on Me.”
• On June 14, 1777, the Second Continental Congress 
proposed and passed the Flag Act of 1777. This 
resolution was designed to facilitate the creation of an official flag for a nation that was aiming to earn 
its independence from Great Britain. The flag was to have thirteen stripes, alternating red and white, 
with thirteen white stars on a blue field. The thirteen stars signified the original members of the Union.
• The American flag remained unchanged until 1795, when the stripes and stars were increased to 15 for 
the addition of Kentucky and Vermont to the Union.
• After seeing the new 15-star and striped flag flying over Fort McHenry during the War of 1812, Francis 
Scott Key was inspired to write the poem that would eventually become the nation’s national anthem.
• A sea captain from Massachusetts named William Driver named a large, 10-foot-by-17-foot flag “Old 
Glory” after it survived multiple defacing attempts during the American Civil War. Driver’s nickname of 
the flag inspired the name to be used for all American flags.
• Although Flag Day was established as a formal national holiday in 1949, it was not made a federal 
holiday. Flag Day is only an official holiday in the state of Pennsylvania. This may be fitting because 
legend holds that Betsy Ross sewed the first flag in Pennsylvania.
• Today’s flag features the original 13 alternating white and red stripes (in 1818, another design went 
into effect, permanently setting the number of stripes at 13 in honor of the original colonies) and 50 
stars to represent the states of the Union. The colors of the flag signify as follows: red for hardiness and 
valor, white for purity and innocence, and blue for vigilance, perseverance and justice. 
The Color Association of the United States creates the palette of colors used for both private and public 
institutions and the U.S. Army. Mass-market flag manufacturers tend to use Pantone Matching Shade of 
Dark Red (193 C) and Navy Blue (281 C).
The American Flag has been a fixture of the United States for centuries and continues to serve as a 
symbol of pride, valor and history.

Person
Learned optimism can be beneficial, helping to 
minimize feelings of depression, reduce stress 
levels and possibly improve physical health. 
According to a controlled study by the Univer-
sity of Pennsylvania’s Martin Seligman, Ph.D., 
and Gregory Buchanan, Ph.D., incoming uni-
versity freshmen who participated in a work-
shop on cognitive coping skills reported fewer 
adverse physical problems over time and re-
tained their physical and mental health better 

than those who were not in a coping skills group. This isn’t the first evidence that opti-
mism can have profound benefits.  In a retrospective study of 34 healthy Hall of Fame 
baseball players who were on teams between 1900 and 1950, the known optimists 
lived longer. Survival rates for optimistic cancer patients are higher than for those 
who are hopeless. Optimists are also better equipped to handle stress and manage 
incidents that would incite anxiety.
Although there are plenty of people who seem to be eternally optimistic, optimism 
is not an inherited trait. Changing perceptions and teaching oneself to be more opti-
mistic is possible. Being an optimist doesn’t mean turning a blind eye to problems or 
expecting everything to be easy. Being optimistic means learning from situations and 
recognizing that obstacles are there for a purpose.

Men and women hoping to become more optimistic can employ the following strate-
gies.
* Stop and embrace a positive event.
Take time to mull over something good that has happened and take credit for your 
involvement. Mentally categorize this feeling for later when you need an example of 
the way optimism makes you feel.
* Surround yourself with optimists. Hang out with people who have a sunny view on 
life rather than those who bring you down or commiserate. Learning from example 
can help you develop more positive thinking patterns.
* Believe you can and will succeed. When approaching something new, don’t set your-
self up for failure. Go into it with the vision that you will thrive. Even if you don’t suc-
ceed as planned, you can use the opportunity as a learning experience and set a new 
plan to tackle.
* Erase negative phrases from your vocabulary.
Using the terms “I can’t” or “It’s impossible” is a recipe for failure.
* Avoid complaints. Complaining does little more than make the person complaining 
feel even worse and could bring down the people around you. Because it won’t solve 
anything, there really is nothing productive about it. If you must get your feelings out, 
write them in a book and then tuck that book away.
* Take care of your body. You certainly can’t be positive if you aren’t feeling 100 per-
cent. A well-balanced diet, routine exercise, sufficient rest, and finding time to go out-
doors and get some fresh air and sunshine can help keep a person on a positive path.
* Practice positive affirmations. Tell yourself good things. Receiving praise is some-
thing that instantly can put a person in a good mood. Instead of waiting for praise 
from others, give yourself a pat on the back every day.
* Realize that things don’t happen overnight. Becoming more optimistic will take 
time, but it can be done.  Don’t be discouraged if it takes a little more time than you 
expected. Living longer and more productively comes partially from being an optimis-
tic person and making the best of every situation.

2 cups warm milk
1½ tablespoons yeast
¼ cup brown sugar
4 tablespoons butter, melted
2 teaspoons salt
4½ cups flour, more or less as needed

for the topping:
⅓ cup baking soda
3 cups warm water
4 tablespoons butter, melted
½ cup sugar
2 teaspoons cinnamon

Instructions
In a large bowl or the bowl of a stand mixer, dis-
solve the yeast in the warm milk. When the mix-
ture is bubbly, mix in the brown sugar, butter, one 
cup flour, and salt, and mix until combined.
Add the remaining flour, one cup at a time, and 
mix until a smooth and slightly sticky dough 
forms. Cover the bowl with plastic wrap and let 
rise about one hour, until doubled in size.
After the dough has risen, preheat the oven to 450. 
Line two baking sheets with parchment paper and 
set aside. Divide the dough into twelve equal sized 
pieces, and roll each piece into a long skinny rope. 
Twist into a pretzel shape.
In a medium bowl, mix together the warm water 
and baking soda until dissolved. Dip each pretzel 
into the baking soda mixture and place on the pre-
pared baking sheets. Bake 7 to 11 minutes, or until 
golden brown.
In a shallow dish, whisk together the sugar and 
cinnamon. Brush the pretzels with melted butter, 
then dip them in the cinnamon sugar mixture.
