Radishes are plentiful right now and this is a good time to take
advantage of that. Radishes can be used in many ways besides
snacking and salads. You can grate them and use them in batter
breads, slice them thin for a pizza topping or to make radish
sandwiches, radish leaves can be used in salads or in soups. For
a warm dish, radishes can be sauteed or roasted. Here is a recipe
for roasted radishes.

Roasted Radishes — 1 poundradishes, tops and roots removed,
1 tablespoon olive oil, salt and pepper. Slice radishes in half and
toss with the olive oil and salt and pepper to taste. Arrange them
cut-side down on a heavy, dark sheet pan (a cast iron skillet is
good) and roast at 450 degrees F for about 10 to 12 minutes.
Roasting mellows the spice and turns them into sweet, juicy
little bites.

There are several vendors at Lakes Area Farmers Market that
sell radishes. The Farmers Market is open from 7:30 to 12:00
noon Wednesday and Saturday, and is located on the fairgrounds
in Spirit Lake.

If something sweeter is more to your liking, come to the
annual Cookie Bake-off on Saturday, June 24, at the Farmers
Market.

Stepping Back in Time by Jerry and Irene Clark of the
Clark Museum of Okoboji area and lowa history — Milford, lowa.

The first train came into Ida Grove on August 30,
1877, and the Chicago and Northwestern Railroad
accepted operation of the Maple River Railroad in
November. Mail service routes from Ida Grove to
Denison and Ida Grove to Mapleton were discontinued
and mail service changed to the railroad in November
and December. The water tank, windmill and depot
were ready in September. The first stock train traveled
September 4 and October 29. George T. Williams
and Peter Amerman were among the passengers on
the first run to Mapleton, leaving Ida Grove at 10:40
and arriving back at 2:30 with a half hour stopover
in Mapleton. The original depot was moved to the
north side of the tracks when a new depot was built

in 1905 and used as a freight depot. Passenger service
was discontinued in 1952 and in 1971, a part of the
depot was moved to Moorehead Park.

Many towns in Iowa have lost their school,
churches, business stores, and railroads. A visit to the
Clark Museum will bring back many memories with
the thousands of pictures and business advertisements
from 99 counties. It is here that you can remember
the old Amusement Park and lakes area.

The Clark Museum, located one mile west and
a half mile north of the Milford Catholic church, is
educational, historical and entertaining. For more
information, call 712-338-2147 or email ijclark] @
msn.com.
