Since Memorial Day, Gettysburg National Cemetery
has held the One Hundred Nights of Taps, which will
end Sept. 4.

Every night at precisely 7 p.m., a bugler plays “Taps” at
Soldier Monument. Buglers have ranged from 11 to 82
years of age and have come from all over the country.
The one thing they have in common is a desire to play
“Taps” to honor those who have served our country.
While it’s great that 100 people are coming together
for this months-long effort, every day there are mili-
tary funerals across the country where no bugler is
available. In those cases, they must resort to recorded
“Taps.” That’s legal ... but far from ideal.

There is an answer: Bugles Across America is a vol-
unteer effort begun in 2000 for the sole purpose of
providing live buglers to play “Taps” at military funer-
als, instead of a recording.

Do you play trumpet? Do you have what it takes to
be a bugler at a military funeral? Can you play the 24
notes of “Taps” in a dignified way, as it was written?
Have others heard you play, and do they agree you
can play it well? Are you willing to play for the state
director in your area to verify your ability?

To review the requirements, go online to BuglesAcros-
sAmerica.org. Click on Volunteer/Audition. No com-
puter? Call founder Tom Day at 708-484-9029. After
you sign up, the state director for your area will call
you for an audition.

A three letter word can
make all of the difference
in the world; in this case

I am thinking of the word
“for.” The question “what
is a church?” is a different
question all together than
the question “what is a
church for?” It would

be much the same as

the questions “what is a
wrench?”

and “what is a wrench for?”
The identity of a created
thing and the purpose of
a created thing are two
different things.

I am currently musing on
this subject as a result of
a dispute with a happy
ending.

The dispute in question
centered around whether
or not sinners should be
getting saved in church.

I took, and still take, the
position that they should.
My counterpart was and
is of the rather vehement
position that they should
not. Mind you, he is an
incredibly good man, but
he is a good man with a bad
position.

The philosophy he and
others like him espouse is
that a church is “strictly

for believers.” When
questioned as to how the
lost then manage to become
believers, you will be told
by people of that persuasion
that the church goes out
into the world and wins
them in their homes, and
then brings them into the
church afterward.

If the identity of a created
thing and the purpose of

a created thing were the
same thing, they would

be correct. A church is an
“ekklesia,”"meaning a called
out assembly. A church

is therefore a body of
believers; a church is people
who used to be lost and are
now saved. So if the purpose
of the church is to be what
it is, then no sinners would
ever get saved in church.

But if the purpose of a
wrench was to be a wrench,
no nuts would ever be taken
off of bolts either. It would
just sit there on the
workbench all shiny and
new, it would never get any
grease on it, it would

never get any nicks or
scratches, it would just sit
there being a wrench.

In Mark chapter two, all of
the members of the church
that Jesus was forming
(meaning at that point him
and all of the disciples)
were having a service. It
was being held in a home
on that occasion, since
there were no such things
as church buildings just yet.
But the service does not
seem to have looked much
different than what we hope
for in a service today. There
was preaching going on,
and there was a huge crowd
gathered to hear it. Some
people realized that Jesus
was there, and they brought
a friend to Jesus. That
friend got healed that day,
but he also got something
even better. In verse five, he
got his sins forgiven. That
sinner got saved in a church
service.

It is wonderful when we can
go out into the community
and win the lost. But it is no
less wonderful when we can
invite a sinner to visit and
have them get saved at the
church altar. We actively
practice both. Either way a
sinner has been delivered
from destruction. And

the practical truth is that
sinners are often easier

to win using the latter
methodology than they are
using the former. There is
something powerful about
a church inviting all week,
praying for the lost all
week, and then getting them
under the convicting sound
of the gospel message.

Now about that happy
ending. After my little
dispute, I went to
church the next night (a

Wednesday) and preached
on the subject. I challenged
the church to respond with
a huge effort to bring the
lost in to hear a salvation
message, and they did.
There was a very large
crowd Sunday morning,
and a lady we have been
praying for came to the altar
and received Christ as her
Savior.

She was back Sunday night
to learn and grow as I
preached doctrine to the
church.

Here is what I have found
to almost always be true.
Churches that strictly teach
that the one and only proper
way to win souls is to win
them outside of the walls of
the church, normally do not
do so at all. It becomes

a beautiful wax theory

to them that melts away
under the hot light of actual
results. In an effort to “keep
the church pure” (which, by
the way, I am thoroughly in
favor of) they simply do not
win anyone, and die a slow
death with the loss of each
aged “saint.”

The definition of a church
tells us what a church is.
But the Great Commission
(Matthew 28:19-20) tells
us what a church is for.
The Great Commission

is one mission in three
parts: win the lost, baptize
them, instruct them in the
doctrines of the faith. Two
thirds of it is the “winning
and baptizing” part. Only
one third is the “instructing”
part. I do not know of any
test, anywhere, in

which 33% is not a failing
grade.

Be about the Master’s
business. It starts with
winning the lost.

DEAR DR. ROACH: My husband has Meniere’s dis-
ease. We cannot find anyone who can help him. Is
there any medication for this? -- L.M.

ANSWER: Meniere’s disease causes episodes of ver-
tigo, tinnitus and eventually hearing loss. It is caused
by swelling in the organ of balance in the inner ear,
but the reason for the swelling isn’t clear.

Before being seen by a doctor, your husband can try
to identify triggers for the attacks. Common triggers
include a high-salt diet, tobacco, alcohol and stress.
A low-salt diet can dramatically reduce episodes.
ENT doctors are usually expert in treating Meniere’s
disease. A diuretic such as hydrochlorothiazide often
is used if diet alone doesn’t help.

DEAR PAW’S CORNER: We recently had a scary

incident with our beloved collie mix, “Moon” She is
an energetic dog, but one day last week she started
slowing down, panting more and not wanting to play
as much. A couple of days later she was even limping
a bit. | took her to the veterinarian that very day!

The vet quickly diagnosed Moon as having Lyme
disease. She loves to run around outside on our big
property, and | try to check her daily for ticks, but
sometimes forget. | never noticed a tick on her, but
the vet said that it’s not unusual to never see a tick or
notice a bite, and yet the symptoms appear.

The good news is that Moon responded very quickly
to treatment. Even though she will be taking antibiot-
ics for a few more weeks, she is back to her old ener-
getic self. Please remind your readers to check their
pets frequently for ticks and monitor them closely if
they spend any time outside. -- Doug in Concord,

New Hampshire

DEAR DOUG: I'm so glad to hear that Moon is do-
ing OK! It is indeed very important to check pets

that spend time outdoors daily for ticks. If you have
multiple pets and only one goes outside, you should
check all the pets. The check can be as simple as
running your hand up through their fur to feel for the
telltale smooth, hard bump of an attached tick. Using
a flea and tick repellent also is important, but it’s not
100 percent effective. So check regularly, and monitor
your pet for behavior or physical changes. If you feel
that something is “off,” not quite right, contact the

vet.

Ingredients

16 oz elbow macaroni, cooked al dente and drained
11/4 Ib sharp white cheddar cheese, sliced

5 tsp butter

3 cups milk

15 oz can stewed tomatoes, roughly chopped

Instructions

Preheat oven to 350°.

Grease a 9 x 13 baking pan with butter. Layer ingre-
dients in the following order: half of the macaroni,
half of the cheese, the remaining macaroni, followed
by the remaining cheese. (Sometimes I'll spread it
out even more and do the layers of macaroni a little
thinner and I end up with somewhere around 1 or
two more layers. As long as you end up with cheese
on the top, you're good.)

Top with sliced butter.

Pour milk over layers until the milk fills the dish
about %4 of the way full or until you just see the milk
coming through the macaroni when you're looking
at it from the top, about 3 cups.

Bake uncovered in preheated oven for 1 hour or until
the top is golden and bubbly. Let sit 10 minutes be-
fore serving. Serve with warmed stewed tomatoes.

Notes

Sharp cheddar works best for this recipe. Orange
cheddar will work, but Mom always used white.
Depending on the size/shape of your pan, the
amount of cheese needed can vary between 11b - 1
1/41b.
