The Madison County Landfill is
considered a very innovative facility.
This operation is one of the first
municipal landfills in this country to use
some of the cutting edge technology,
such as a solar blanket for electricity
which covers the landfill. There are
other gas-to-energy projects around
the country but Madison County'’s
is innovative to NYS. The methane
gas is turned into electricity and the
waste heat is used to heat the facility.

MADISON COUNTY'S SOLID WASTE FACILITY INCLUDES NEW TECHNOLOGIES AND
PROCESSES TO REDUCE THE AMOUNT OF WASTE THAT GOES INTO OUR LANDFILLS.
RECYCLING OF HOUSEHOLD WASTES, ELECTRONICS, AND SOLID WASTES IS
AVAILABLE HERE. THE FACILITY HAS BEEN RECYCLING SINCE 1990 AND NEW
ITEMS ARE CONTINUALLY BEING ADDED. EVENTS SUCH AS SHRED FEST AND PILL
COLLECTION ARE OFFERED SEVERALTIMES THROUGHOUT THE YEAR TO RESIDENTS.

The unused electricity goes onto the
grid. Additionally, the Agriculture and
Renewable Energy (ARE) Business Park,
conceptualized in 2009, is a designated
area surrounding the landfill. The focus
of this area is on the three Rs: reduce,
reuse, and recycle. The landfill site is an
ideal anchor for this because it provides
access to waste streams that can be
creatively processed for other uses —
instead of landfilled
