A Giant Year
in the NFL

I don’t know about you, but this
summer seemed especially boring in
the world of sports. Save for Aaron
Judge’s first half, Dale Earnhardt’s
retirement, Kyle Bush’s trifecta,
Mayweather-McGregor and Feder-
er’s win at Wimbledon, there was not
a lot going on.

Most Valuable Player: Eli Man-
ning, QB, New York Giants

Also, it’s pretty easy to see whether
or not the Giants will win any game.
If Eli comes out firing and making
completions, hitting that window, the
Giants almost always win. They’re
one of the Super Bowl favorites this
year, and he’s a huge reason why.

Dud of the Year: Dak Prescott,
QB, Dallas Cowboys

The NFL history books are littered
with tales of quarterbacks who had
one great season (think Matt Leinart,
Scott Mitchell or Ken O’Brien) and
were never able to do it again.

Blinking-Eye Clocks

Clocks were an important part of the
Victorian home. Large grandfather
clocks were kept in the front hall or
living room to tell time, ring chimes
on the hour and even tell the phases
of the moon. The only public sourc-
es of time were the train station, city
hall or church tower clocks. Smaller

The Bradley and Hubbard “blinking
eye” John Bull clock sold for $416.

clocks that told time were kept on the
fireplace mantle and were made to be
decorative with bronze figures as part
of the case in formal homes, and plain
or even comic cases in others. Almost
all clocks had to be wound for up to
eight days.

Bradley & Hubbard, a Connecticut
company that made many iron and
other metal items, had an 1857 patent
for a figural novelty clock that could
blink its eyes. “Blinkers,” also called
“winkers,” were made in many shapes.
An organ grinder with a monkey, Tops-
ey, Mammy, Sambo the Banjo Player
and John Bull examples have sold in
auctions during the past five years for
