correct, I am.

There has never been in all
of human history a time
when there were not “bad
guys” running wild, and
until Jesus returns there
never will be.

philosophized away, or
medicated away. And, as
Neville Chamberlain
inadvertently demonstrated,
it can also never be
bargained away. The Neville
Chamberlains of the world
will not keep people safe;

Traditional manhood is
very much a favorite target
of the political and societal
Left these days.

When a child is assaulted
by someone three times

his size and four times his
age, a dangerous man, a
good guy, would be a handy
person to have nearby to
intervene on that child’s
behalf.

When enemy armies march
across your borders as they
did in France of WWII,
dangerous men sailing
across the sea and dropping
from the sky to repel them
are the most glorious

sight you will ever see. I
understand that dangerous
men sometimes themselves
become the bad guys. But
since there are always going
to be bad guys anyway,
there must of necessity
always be good guys
capable of handling them.

Go play in the dirt, boys.
Slay imaginary dragons and
vanquish every foe. Dream
of being Captain America,
or Thor, or Aragorn, or the
Lone Ranger. Be strong.
Hold soldiers and police
officers up as your role
models. Practice chivalry.
Study the lives of those who
have fought evil and won.

I am all in favor of women
being armed and dangerous
if they choose. But men
especially ought to step to
the plate and be willing to
be dangerous for others,
and those that are should be
celebrated, not castigated.

Let’s hear it for dangerous
men.

Wall Clock
With Automata

Sometimes identifying and dating an
antique seems easy, but it fools you.
An unusual wall clock was offered
at a recent auction. It was labeled
“Friesland wall clock with automata,
1800.” Friesland is a section of Hol-
land where people have been making
clocks since the 1600s. Automata, of
course, are the moving figures — in
this case, boats — that are included
below the clock dial for decoration and
amusement. There was a moving scene
with a woman milking a cow, a fisher-
man with a fish and three ships with
sails. The clock also struck at an hour
and half-hour. The clock case has win-
dows that show the moving pendulum.
Add to that the decoration of the case
and dial, painted-iron Roman numer-
als, pierced brass hands and mahogany
marquetry trim on the wooden case
and hood. It had many characteristics
of an early 1800s Dutch clock. It was
the oldest and the most expensive of
many Friesland wall clocks in the sale.
Bidders also were sure it was an early
clock, and the winning bid was $3,444.

A fully renovated home that sits on Dallas Avenue in the Schoolfield |
community now belongs to a former Marine and Afghanistan war veteran
who served nearly 10 years before suffering a traumatic brain injury.
The keys and deed were handed over to Charles Edward Duke Jr. during
a ceremony held Saturday morning in front of the house at 41 Dallas Ave.
“This house is a blessing,” Duke said following the ceremony. “As a ‘

Marine, you are told that you cannot show tears, but I’ve got tears in my
eyes now. This is my first house.”

Duke also noted that the neighborhood is quiet, which will be a welcome
change from the noisy apartment complex where he has resided. He has \
post-traumatic stress disorder (PTSD), which is an anxiety disorder that
can occur after a veteran experiences a traumatic event.

The house given to Duke was donated to the City of Danville and the
Danville Redevelopment and Housing Authority as part of the City’s
blight eradication program. The house initially was to be demolished, but |
the City instead turned the house over for renovation to the Dan River
Region Association of Realtors and American Legion Post 1097.
“We decided that we wanted to do something meaningful in the |
community, so we started discussing veterans in need because there are
so many,” said Kelli Hauser, president of the Realtors association and
owner/principle broker at Hauser Manasco Realty Group.

Jim Houser, a real estate agent with ERA Holley & Gibson Realty Co. who
served as project manager for the house renovation, said the renovations
were extensive.

“There were alot of challenges with this house,” Houser said. “The house
had a lot of termite damage. Plaster was broken. In the back portion of the
house, the flooring was sunken. We had to rip out the back flooring and
putin new floor joists. We virtually gutted the entire house.”

The roof had to be repaired due to leaks.

The association raised money for the project, and real estate agents and
affiliates with home repair and renovation skills volunteered many hours
toward the project.

RAMP: The Fast Lane to Claims Resolution

If you’re bogged down in a disagreement with the De-
partment of Veterans Affairs about a claim, help (or at
least hope) might be on the way. Enter the Rapid Ap-
peals Modernization Program, also known as RAMP.
RAMP will give veterans a more efficient claims review
process, courtesy of the Veterans Appeals Improve-
ment and Modernization Act of 2017.

According to a summary of the Act, it takes an aver-
age of six years to appeal a disability claim. The Act
creates three lanes, which is meant to divide claims
into categories and zip them through the process,
instead of letting all claims stay lumped together.
Lane Twill move a pending appeal directly over to the
Board of Veterans’ Appeals, jumping over the other
layers. Lane 2 takes a rejected claim and sends it to

a higher level of adjudication for a second look. Lane
3 is where a veteran can submit new evidence in a
claim.

These new steps are intended to speed the process.
However, there are concerns. Apparently the new act
modifies the “duty to assist” language. That duty
requires the VA to help a claimant to get the evi-
dence needed for the claim. The government has all
your files and therefore could quickly gather what is
needed for the claim, but now that “duty to assist”
language is changed.

Depending on your claim, you might receive an in-
vitation to participate in RAMP. Look carefully at the
details. Once you agree to RAMP, you might not be
able to revert to the previous system.

In other news, VA Secretary David Shulkin is re-think-
ing the list of presumptives for Agent Orange. He’s
reviewing the work of the National Academy of Medi-
cine, its data and recommendations. More illnesses
may be added for disability compensation.

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PUMPKIN ROLL

Ingredients

2/3 cup canned pumpkin (NOT pumpkin pie mix,
straight canned pumpkin)

1 cup sugar

3 €ggs

1 teapson lemon juice

3/4 cup wheat flour (no white or bleached!)

2 teaspoons cinnamon

1 teaspoon ground ginger

1/2 teaspoon nutmeg

1/3 teaspoon salt

Filling

6 oz. cream cheese (Philadelphia has 1/3 less fat)
1 cup powdered sugar

4 tablespoons butter (half of a stick)

2/3 teaspoon vanilla

To make the cake

1. Preheat Oven to 375F

2. Mix dry ingredients in a separate bowl.

3. Beat eggs on high and gradually add sugar. On
medium speed add the pumpkin and lemon juice.
4. Gradually add dry mixture to wet mixture

5. Spray a jelly roll pan with cooking spray

6. Pour the cake mixture into the pan and use
spatula to spread it evenly

7. Bake for 15 minutes

8. *** While the cake is baking take a kitchen towel
(yes, a towel) and cover it in powdered sugar. It
gets messy here but roll with it.

9. Remove the cake from the oven and loosen from
pan, use a spatula to loosen to the center

10. Flip the loosened cake onto the powdered sugar
covered towel and enjoy the sugar cloud.

11. Roll the cake with the towel and let it cool, can
put in fridge to accelerate cooling (will take about
an hour)

To make the Filling

1. Take the cream cheese and butter of of the fridge
to soften before you make the cake

2. Mix those ingredients with an electric hand
mixer until smooth

3. Cover the frosting until the cake is cool, I actually
recommend making the frosting right before taking
the cake our of the fridge

To put it all Together

1. When the cake is cool, unroll it from the towel
and spread the filling onto the unrolled cake.

2. Re-roll WITHOUT the towel.

3. Wrap the roll in wax paper and chill it overnight
(minimum 8 hours)

4.Sprinkle with powdered sugar before serving in
.5-1 inch slices
