Time Waits for No One
It’s a rare occasion in life when you 

get to witness the passing of a torch.
Minutes dwindle for the basketball 

and hockey stars. The fabled q uar-
terback gets handed a clipboard, and 
the slugger is told to get a first base-
man’s mitt. The former tennis cham-
pion packs them in for second-round 
matches that would otherwise have 
been ignored ... before exiting stage 
right.

Golf, however, is a little more sub-
tle. At this year’s Masters Tourna-
ment, the legendary Ben C renshaw 
played his last competitive round. 
H e had won the tournament twice 
—  in 1984  and again in 1995 —  the 
only majors he had ever won. Now 
6 3, he decided this tournament, his 
4 4 th, would be his last. C renshaw 
did not make the cut, and the Augus-
ta National Golf C lub, polite as ever, 
did not post the amiable Texan’s 
score.

And while nostalgia always has 
its place —  particularly at Augusta 
National, where names like Jones, 
H ogan and Snead still fall trippingly 
off the tongue, and a beer and a sand-
wich can be had for 197 0s prices —  
the 2015 edition of the Masters was 
about the future of golf.

H eading into the Masters, most 
of the talk surrounded three names:  
Tiger Woods, Rory McIlroy and P hil 
Mickelson. A few might have been 
wondering if Bubba Watson could 
defend his green jacket, but mostly, 
McIlroy’s q uest for a “ career grand 
slam”  and Woods’ promised come-
back special were the dominant 

themes. And while everyone was 
discussing that, a 21-year-old out of 
Dallas, named Jordan Spieth teed off 
and led the Masters from start to fin-
ish, wire-to-wire, in one of the most 
dominant performances the sport 
had ever seen. 

That Spieth’s record-tying 
18-under-par victory came at the 
Masters should probably come as no 
surprise. After all, he was streaking 
on his way into the tournament, and 
he was last year’s runner-up. But he 
was a surprise. And he was the kind 
of surprise that everyone liked. H ere 
was a clean-cut C atholic kid, com-
petitive but not cocky, who ran a 
charitable trust for his autistic sister. 
H is caddie is a former sixth-grade 
math teacher who, by happenstance, 
now has one of the best jobs on the 
circuit.

Airing Out the Indoors

Q :  My  g r a n d m o t h e r  c o n s t a n t -
l y  t e l l s  m e  m y  a p a r t m e n t  i s  

“ s t a l e ”  a n d  t h a t  I n e e d  t o  a i r  i t  o u t  
a t  l e a s t  o n c e  a  w e e k .  I h a v e  n o  i d e a  
w h a t  s h e ’ s  t a l k i n g  a b o u t  . . .  o p e n -
i n g  w i n d o w s ,  I g u e s s ?  — Kaylie, via 
email

A:  Well, yeah ... opening windows 
is the main component of airing 

out a house, but there are a number of 
reasons why older folks (and many 
younger ones) see it as an essential 
step in keeping a house healthy.

In the early 20th century, airing 
homes was considered a crucial health 
component, as it was believed that 
fresh air would reduce the incidence 
of flu and other serious illnesses. Mod-
ern research has found some validi-
ty in this:  The exchange of air keeps 
mold from growing, while a change 
in temperature can make it tougher 
for bacteria to live on surfaces around 
the house. Letting in sunlight also can 
make it tougher for molds and bacteria 
to survive.

Most of all, though, airing does get 
rid of the stale smell your grandmother 
noticed, and makes your apartment an 
overall nicer place to live. H ere are a 
few tips on getting the most out of air-
ing:

•  Get rid of piles:  Boxes, clothes, 
papers and so on, particularly on win-
dowsills and beside beds and furni-
ture, collect dust and impede airflow.

•  Open the windows on first waking 
up:  This is a habit I noticed while vis-
iting friends in E urope, and it makes a 
lot of sense. Once you’re dressed and 

leaving for work, shut the windows 
again.

•  Or, air your apartment once a week 
while you’re cleaning:  Winter and 
summer,  open all the windows and 
doors, dust and vacuum thoroughly, 
and change or air bedding (turn down 
the bed covers for a couple of hours, 
and shake out the comforter).

•  E ven if it’s chilly, windy or cloudy 
outside, as long as it’s not pouring 
down rain, you can open the windows 
for about an hour to allow a fresh 
exchange of air.

TIP :  If allergies are keeping you 
from throwing open the windows on 
warm days, talk to an air-q uality con-
sultant (or an H V AC  contractor) about 
the best way to keep the indoor air 
fresh —  such as changing air filters 
freq uently.
