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Christmas Story: For the Man
Who Hated Christmas

It's just a small, white envelope stuck among
the branches of our Christmas tree. No name,
no identification, no inscription. It has peeked
through the branches of our tree for the past
ten years.

It all began because my husband Mike hated
Christmas. Oh, not the true meaning of
Christmas, but the commercial aspects of it -
overspending and the frantic running around
at the last minute to get a tie for Uncle Harry
and the dusting powder for Grandma - the
gifts given in desperation because you couldn't

think of anything else.

Knowing he felt this way, | decided one year to
bypass the usual shirts, sweaters, ties and so
forth. | reached for something special just for
Mike. The inspiration came in an unusual way.

Our son Kevin, who was 12 that year, was on
the wrestling team at the school he attended.
Shortly before Christmas, there was a non-
league match against a team sponsored by an
inner-city church. These youngsters, dressed in
sneakers so ragged that shoestrings seemed
to be the only thing holding them together,
presented a sharp contrast to our boys in their
spiffy blue and gold uniforms and sparkling
new wrestling shoes.

As the match began, | was alarmed to see that
the otherteam was wrestling without headgear,
a kind of light helmet designed to protect a
wrestler's ears. It was a luxury the ragtag team
obviously could not afford.

Well, we ended up walloping them. We took
every weight class. Mike, seated beside me,
shook his head sadly, "l wish just one of them
could have won," he said. "They have a lot of
potential, but losing like this could take the
heart right out of them." Mike loved kids - all
kids. He so enjoyed coaching little league
football, baseball and lacrosse. That's when the
idea for his present came.

That afternoon, | went to a local sporting
goods store and bought an assortment of
wrestling headgear and shoes, and sent them
anonymously to the inner-city church. On
Christmas Eve, | placed a small, white envelope
on the tree, the note inside telling Mike what |
had done, and that this was his gift from me.

Mike's smile was the brightest thing about
Christmas that year. And that same bright smile
lit up succeeding years. For each Christmas,
| followed the tradition - one year sending a
group of mentally handicapped youngsters to
a hockey game, another year a check to a pair
of elderly brothers whose home had burned to
the ground the week before Christmas, and on
and on.

The white envelope became the highlight of
our Christmas. It was always the last thing
opened on Christmas morning, and our
children - ignoring their new toys - would
stand with wide-eyed anticipation as their dad
lifted the envelope from the tree to reveal its
contents. As the children grew, the toys gave
way to more practical presents, but the small,

white envelope never lost its allure.

The story doesn't end there. You see, we lost
Mike last year due to dreaded cancer. When
Christmas rolled around, | was still so wrapped
in grief that | barely got the tree up. But
Christmas Eve found me placing an envelope
onthetree. And the next morning, | found it was
magically joined by three more. Unbeknownst
to the others, each of our three children had
for the first time placed a white envelope on
the tree for their dad. The tradition has grown
and someday will expand even further with
our grandchildren standing to take down that
special envelope.

Mike's spirit, like the Christmas spirit will always
be with us.

You could not write an
unlikelier story if you tried,
and yet it is all true...

He came from nowhere,
seemingly. A silver spoon?
No, not this child. He was
born into poverty.

To make matters even
worse, the circumstances
surrounding his conception
caused most people in his
day to write him and his
family off from the get go.
And then there was the
actual birth itself. Many
infants have no doubt been
laid in secondhand cribs
and stained playpens, hand-
me-downs from others. But
this child was not afforded
even that; he was laid in a
manger, a feeding trough
that had for years been
saturated with the saliva of
filthy animals.

He did not wear a cute
onesie, or a baby blue
pajama set given to him by
friends; he was wrapped
in swaddling clothes, old
strips of rags.

What chance did he think
he had to be successful,
when so many who were “so
much more qualified” were
already at the task?

But he was successful,
beyond anyone’s wildest
dreams. In short order
multitudes were flocking

to him in spite of the fact
that he often told them the
last things anyone wanted
to hear. The prosperity
gospel? No, that didn’t come
from Jesus. He told people
to deny themselves and
take up their cross daily. A
gospel of acceptance and
tolerance? No, that wasn’t
his either. He commanded
people to repent of their
sins, and then to go and sin
no more. He proclaimed to
be the only way of salvation,
thereby excluding every
other perhaps well-meaning
religion. Who in the world
could build a following like
that?

But he did. The miracles
certainly helped; for
multitudes and multitudes
testified to the blinded

eyes being given sight,
lepers being healed, demons
being cast out, and even the
dead being raised. Jesus
quickly became the most
popular man in the nation.
But that popularity came
with a price.

The leaders of his nation
at that day loathed him.
In a jealous rage, they
convinced the Roman
governor Pontius Pilate

to have him put to death
in the most ignominious
way, crucifixion. It was a
shameful, horrible death,
one that put such a stain
on the person that their
reputation would never
recover. His body was laid
in the tomb, a tomb that
had to be borrowed from
someone else since he in
his poverty did not even
have a grave spot reserved
for himself. It was good,

“History’s Greatest Story”

though, that the tomb was
borrowed, since he would
not need it long.

Three days after his death,
the babe of Bethlehem, the
whole point of Christmas,
the Lamb of God, rose

from the dead. And what
has happened in the two
millennia since it all began
has been testimony to the
truth of his improbable
story. A babe born in
poverty became a simple
carpenter became an
untrained preacher and was
killed for his preaching. He
never possessed wealth,
never commanded an army,
was despised and rejected,
and yet has become the
most famous individual
who has ever lived.

Our calendar is dated based
on his life. He is known

by his first name, Jesus,
around the globe.

He never conquered a
single land, and yet he,

not Alexander the Great or
Napoleon or any other
self-styled strongman,

is literally worshiped by
billions. Belief in his name
has dried out the drunkard,
cleaned up the addict, made
the cannibal change his diet,
and created order out of
madness.

Every day the hungry are
still fed in his name, the
naked clothed, the homeless
ministered to, the down and
out given hope, and the lost
saved. Men will come and
men will go, their names
will be blown away as if
written in the shifting sands
of time, but the child that
began life in a manger, the
virgin born Son of God, will
still be standing tall when
all those who assail him
have been forgotten.

A Brief History of Fruitcake
By Lucie Winborne

“There is only one fruitcake in the
entire world, and people keep passing
it around.” — Johnny Carson

Love it or loathe it, fruitcake goes
back a looong way. Legend has it that
ancient Egyptians valued it enough

to place their version on the tombs of

their loved ones, while Roman sol-
diers carried a ring-shaped concoc-
tion of pomegranate seeds, pine nuts
and barley mash to the

— cheap sugar, imported from the
American colonies, that not only
made the loaf’s fruits brighter and
more flavorful, but allowed previously
unavailable varieties to be imported
from around the world. More candied
fruit equaled more cake. Ever heavier
cake. Ever more garish-looking cake.
Today’s fruitcake recipes are almost
as varied as the cooks who bake them,

battlefield. (Portable and
durable — some things
never change!) If that
doesn’t sound especially
appetizing, by the Mid-
dle Ages, preserved fruit,
spices and honey brought
the dessert closer to what
we serve today.

Of course, then as
now cooks were prone
to experiment. Medi-
eval Italians liked their
panforte (strong bread)
dense and spicy-sweet.
Buttery, sugar-coated German stollen
dates to the 15th century. Then there’s
“black cake,” a booze-soaked Carib-
bean favorite descended from British
plum pudding. By the 18th and 19th
centuries, fruitcakes were a popu-
lar feature at weddings and holidays
(though how they acquired their asso-
ciation with Christmas is unclear), but
not cheap to make. And would you
believe that at one point they were
actually outlawed in Europe for the
crime of being “sinfully rich”? How-
ever, since their brand of decadence
had become an important aspect of tea
time (especially among the Brits), the
law eventually was repealed.

So far, so good. Then how did this
poor loaf become the Rodney Dan-
gerfield of desserts, even a synonym
for somebody who’s not quite right in
the head?

Some think it has to do with early
20th-century mass production and
mail order. Others blame it on sugar

but most hold to one hallowed rule:
that they be made a month (or even a
year!) in advance to deepen the flavor.
For additional zest, many “feed” the
cake by splashing whiskey, brandy or
rum over it.

But what if you’d frankly rather face
aroot canal than a forkful of this holi-
day treat? Consider a visit to the town
of Manitou Springs, Colorado, where
the good folks gather each January
for the Annual Great Fruitcake Toss.
Admission is cheap — a nonperish-
able canned good for a local food bank
— and you’ll have a blast hurling,
tossing or launching any unlucky loaf
you’ve been reluctantly gifted with.
Heck, you may even win a trophy.

Closer to home, various suggested
uses for unwanted fruitcakes range
from foot rests to cat scratching posts.
Use your imagination!

Just don’t imagine that fruitcake’s
going away anytime soon.

How Washington Irving Won the War on Christmas
By Rich Lowry

Back before there was cable TV,
Washington Irving won the war on
Christmas. The great early American
writer had an outsized role in giving us
Christmas as we know it.

A little background, according to
“Christmas in America: a History,
by Penne Restad. Back in merry old
England, Christmastime in the 17th
century was merry indeed, a raucous
affair that incurred the displeasure of
the Puritans.

When Oliver Cromwell took over,
his Puritan parliament suppressed
Christmas with a zeal that would have
made the American Civil Liberties
Union blush (you were looking for
trouble if you decorated your church,
or closed your shop, or preached on
the birth of Jesus).

Puritan distaste for the holiday trav-
eled over the Atlantic. John Winthrop
of Massachusetts Bay had no use for
Christmas. Other settlers in other col-
onies, depending on their origin and
their religion, had differing attitudes,
and the celebration was a motley affair
for much of early American history. In
some places, it wasn't celebrated at all.

Then, it steadily began to take hold,
and Washington Irving, the literary
genius who gave us “Rip van Winkle”
and “The Legend of Sleepy Hollow;,”
helped define it. Not only did Irving
write about a pipe-smoking, wagon-
riding, gift-dispensing St. Nicholas, he
delineated a Christmas celebration of
irresistible charm and enduring appeal.

In the early 1820s, Irving published
five enormously popular Christmas
stories about his visit to Bracebridge
Hall in England. They lament how
“old games and customs” around the
holiday have been lost, but they are
preserved at Bracebridge. Through

the haze of nostalgia, a recognizable
Christmas shimmers through.

Theres the rush of gift-laden trav-
elers. Irving describes a stagecoach
crowded with passengers who “seemed
principally bound to the mansions of
relations or friends to eat the Christ-
mas dinner” The coach “was loaded
also with hampers of game, and bas-
kets and boxes of delicacies; and hares
hung dangling their long ears about the
coachman’s box — presents from dis-
tant friends for the impending feast”

There’s the anticipation of the kids.
Irving delights in the “little rogues”
who are “returning home for the holi-
days in high glee, and promising them-
selves a world of enjoyment.”

Theres the holiday revelry. Irving
recounts “the old games of hoodman
blind, shoe the wild mare, hot cock-
les, steal the white loaf, bob apple and
snapdragon: the Yule log and Christ-
mas candle were regularly burnt, and
the mistletoe, with its white berries,
hung up to the imminent peril of all
the pretty housemaids.”

There’s the magic of Christmas Eve.
That night Irving hears villagers play-
ing music outside his room: “The
sounds, as they receded, became more
soft and aerial, and seemed to accord
with quiet and moonlight. I listened
and listened — they became more and
more tender and remote, and, as they
gradually died away, my head sank
upon the pillow and I fell asleep”

Theres the Christmas Day feast.
Irving reports that “the table was literal-
Iy loaded with good cheer, and present-
ed an epitome of country abundance, in
this season of overflowing larders”

Irving’s is a Christmas of “tender and
inspiring” church services and of the
gathering of family members at home,
“that rallying-place of the affections,”
where returning children “grow young
and loving again among the endearing
mementoes of childhood.”

Of course, this is all achingly aspira-
tional. Irving’s Christmas never quite
was and never quite will be, but it is a
vision of what the holiday should be.
“Of all the old festivals,” he writes, “that
of Christmas awakens the strongest
and most heartfelt associations. There
is a tone of solemn and sacred feeling
that blends with our conviviality, and
lifts the spirit to a state of hallowed and
elevated enjoyment”

Merry Christmas.

Whistleblowers Have a Duty to Report

If you’re in a position to do a little whistleblowing
about things going on where you work at the De-
partment of Veterans Affairs, your input might be
more valuable than you realize.

Fact: In the past six months alone, the impact

of investigations by the VA Office of the Inspec-

tor General was huge. OIG audits, investigations,
inspections and evaluations identified $9 billion in
monetary benefits. That included 162 arrests and
1,123 administrative sanctions.

The VAOIG webpage talks about “identifying the
underlying causes of problems,” and in my mind
that involves, at least in part, whistleblowers who
step forward.

That six-month period mentioned above included
information sent by letters, calls, emails and web
submissions to the Hotline Division, a total of
20,204 contacts made by veterans, the pubilic,
employees and other agencies. Not all complaints
were substantiated, of course, but enough were

to make it worthwhile to speak up. There were 53
whistleblowers who claimed retaliation and sought
protection.

Per the Whistleblower Protection Act of 1989, whis-
tleblower disclosures are protected against demo-
tion, suspensions, terminations and poor perfor-
mance reviews. In addition, there is a whistleblower
ombudsman. Allegations of reprisals are sent to the
Office of Special Counsel.

If you’re hesitant to report wrongdoing, especially if
it involves the health and wellbeing of veterans or
stealing money in some way from the VA, remem-
ber why you’re there. The veterans come first.

If you want to think about it before you take that
first step, go online to www.va.gov/oig/hotline to
learn more. You’ll find a Submit a Complaint button
to click. You also can call the Hotline at 1-800-488-
8244 to talk about it.

While you’re on the Hotline webpage, click on the
Duty to Report graphic on the left. Federal law says
you have a duty to report felonies happening at the
VA.
