ORANGE CITY — Trinity Reformed Church Pastor Jon Nelson saw a need. He was made aware of the poverty, homelessness and domestically abused women in Orange City and the surrounding communities. Nelson saw a need for transitional housing to help women emerge from difficult situations into the lives they desire. Nelson and a handful of other community members responded by beginning a ministry that was the first of its kind in the rural counties of northwest Iowa. The Bridge opened its doors in September of 2007 to respond to that need.The non-profit, faith-based transitional living program assists women and their children who are emerging from difficult situations such as jail, drug and alcohol rehabilitation, poverty, a break-up, domestic violence or homelessness. “We help (women) transition from their old life to the new life they want,” said Becky Erdmann, current director of the agency.Erdmann said that many Northwest Iowans are not aware that poverty, 

homelessness and domestic violence are growing issues within their communities, but the statistics show that these issues are present. According to the Iowa Council of Homelessness in 2006, 29,075 people were homeless in Iowa: four of 10 are children. In the five-county area that The Bridge serves, there are 6,551 people who are living in poverty. 
Women in Northwest Iowa who face adverse situations that could result in homelessness had very few options prior to the opening of The Bridge, besides doing what Erdmann called “couch-hopping” between family and friends or moving to a city to find a transitional housing facility.The Bridge offers women an option to stay within northwest Iowa. The ministry has also brought women to northwest Iowa from other areas who found The Bridge via the internet. The women that the staff at the agency have helped transition over the last eight years have not only been from many different places, but have been of  different races and ages. They have helped women who are as young as 18 and others to the age of 62. 

The Bridge aims to help women transition to an independent life by using a multi-step program catered to the needs of each individual woman: improving mental health and social skills, providing Bible study and therapy and helping the women find employment, obtain financial independence and connect to other resources within the community. “We try very hard to connect women to other Orange City services that aren’t connected with The Bridge, so that when the women move out they haven’t lost everything,” Gina Roberson, life skills coordinator and case manager, said.

health-care provider reported suspicious injuries to a 
15-month-old male child. The child had been under the 
care of Winder, who runs an in‐home day-care service at 
her Maurice residence. The child sustained non‐life threatening head injuries 

from the incident.The Sheriff’s Office was assisted by the Iowa 
Department of Human Services and the Minnehaha 
County, South Dakota, Sheriff’s Office.

Sentence is given after guilty plea
ORANGE CITY — A Sioux Center resident was 

sentenced in Sioux County District Court on Monday, 
Dec. 28, after pleading guilty to assault with intent to 
commit sex abuse.After pleading guilty to the lesser charge Danny Lee 

Barnes, 43, was sentenced  to a two-year prison term. 
The police, the victim and victim’s family supported this 
plea agreement.

Barnes was initially charged with sexual abuse in the 
third degree, a Class C felony.Barnes also received a special sentence that, after 

released from prison, commits him to the custody of the 
Director of the Iowa Department of Corrections for a 
period of 10 years, as though he were on parole. Barnes 
will also be required to register as a sex offender for the 
rest of his life. Barnes was lastly ordered to pay court 
fines, fees, attorney fees and any other prosecution 
costs associated with the case. The case was prosecuted on behalf of the state of 

Iowa by Thomas G. Kunstle, Sioux County attorney.
This case arose in July of 2014 when Barnes began 

making physical advances to a friend of his family, the 
14-year-old female victim. Barnes then contacted the 
victim directly, asking if she would sneak out of her 
home to help him while he worked until midnight at a 
local convenience store.The victim trusted Barnes and began sneaking away 

from her home to help and spend time with Barnes 
whenever he informed her that he was working. 

On August 23, 2014, the two left the store at 
approximately 12:45 a.m. and began walking home, 
but, when they arrived at the intersection where Barnes 
typically turned to walk toward his home, the two 
walked nearly a mile to Open Spaces Park. The victim later reported Barnes grabbed her wrist 

and hair, maneuvered her to the ground and had sex 
with her, telling her she couldn’t tell anyone what had 
happened.

The victim complied, and didn’t tell anyone until the 
authorities were contacted at the end of October of 
2014. In November of 2014, Barnes was charged with 
the felony. 

In exchange for the plea of guilty to the amended 
charge, the parties agreed Barnes would be sentenced 
to a two year prison term and special sentence.

The Bridge is located two blocks from downtown Orange City in a wing of the downtown campus of the Orange City Area Health System, what used to be the town’s hospital. The renovation of the wing created a facility that has six bedrooms, a kitchen/dining area, a living room, a laundry room and an outdoor play area for kids.It is rare that all of the six rooms are occupied, but some of the women who come also bring children. Erdman said that there is a difference between being physically full to capacity and being full to resource capacity. 
“Often, the perception in the community is that if the 

Bridge isn’t full then there’s no point to what we are doing,” Erdman said. “But if we are too full, no one gets good help.” 
The Bridge depends on funding from individuals and churches and does not receive any government grants, so their funding can fluctuate from month to month.

The greatest need is for more volunteers from surrounding communities to babysit, drive women to appointments and teach life-skill classes. Three full-time staff members cannot meet needs on their own. The staff hopes that as more people in Northwest Iowa continue to be made more aware of the issues of 

poverty, homelessness and domestic violence within their communities, more people will become involved with The Bridge. In the future, The Bridge wants to gain more supporters and involve more people and expand their facilities to serve more women, especially women impacted by trafficking.
Even if the ministry remains the size that it is, the staff believes that their presence in the community is invaluable. 

“We realize that God has a plan in everything that happens,” Roberson said. “And just one woman being here is worth us being here.”
