Sideline View: Saints’
loss stuns fans

The New Orleans Saints lost a heartbreak-
er. No question, it will be remembered as one
of the most gut wrenching losses in Saints
history. The Saints bat-
tled back from a 17-0

deficit to take a 24-23
lead with 29 seconds
left in the game only to
suffer a 29-24 loss to
the Minnesota Vikings

on the final play of the
game. The Saints had an
exceptional season, and
hopefully it will not be
the last time we see Drew Brees lead them
into the playoffs. The Vikings will now travel
to Philadelphia in the NFC while the New
England Patriots and underdog Jacksonville
will battle for the AFC crown this weekend.

I wonder if the Saints-Vikings game will
earn its own moniker.

We have lost another great sports an-
nouncer in Keith Jackson over the weekend.
He was the top college TV announcer for al-
most four decades. Jackson could have used
his “Whoa Nelly” in the Vikings’ win.

The Ole Miss Rebels (10-7, 3-2) pulled
a big upset as they downed Florida, 78-72,
this past weekend. Jones County Junior Col-
lege transfer Bruce Stevens (Bay Springs) led
the way with 22 points. The Rebels shot 60
percent from the floor in the second half. Ole
Miss, who lost three overtime decisions in
non-conference games, has won three home
SEC games in downing South Carolina,
MSU and the Gators.

The Mississippi State Bulldogs lost for the
first time at Humphrey Coliseum this season
as they fell, 76-68, to Auburn. The Bulldogs
had won 12 straight games at home and for
the second straight Saturday blew a double-
digit first-half lead.

The Mississippi State Lady Bulldogs (19-
0) jumped all over Ole Miss and Alabama last
week. They have a big match-up with Ten-
nessee next Sunday in Knoxville.

Switching to baseball, Ole Miss (32-25)
and Mississippi State (40-27) are ranked
number 11 by Perfect Game while State is
at 25. State went to the Baton Rouge Super
Regional last June while Ole Miss was not in
the post-season for the first time since 2011.
USM was mentioned in the poll as receiving
votes. The Eagles will host Mississippi State
for a three-game set in Hattiesburg beginning
on February 16.
