There Are Many Reasons to
Keep a Cat Inside

Many vyears ago, our cat
adoption policy was changed to require
cats adopted from us to be kept strictly
inside. We received criticism about it,
but now most shelters require the same
thing.

It is vital to keep cats inside. Outside
cats face many dangers, and their life
expectancyis 1-5 years. A cat kept strictly
inside has an average life expectancy of
12-20 years.

Contact with other cats outside leads to
the risk of disease transmission. Feline
leukemia and feline immunodeficiency
are transmitted from cat to cat and, once
contracted, result in the eventual death
of the animal.

Dogs and other wild animals pose a
threat to cats; the very real danger is
one of exposure to rabies. Outdoor cats
can suffer torn ears, cut eyes, abscesses,
and other injuries requiring veterinary
treatment.

Indoor cats are not generally exposed to
fleas, ticks, ear mites, or other parasites
that can cause anemia, skin irritations,
allergic reactions, and even death.
Outdoor cats are at risk to be poisoned.
Neighbors may deliberately poison cats
they view as nuisances, but accidental
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poisonings also occur. Chemically
treated lawns, bait left out to kill rats
or mice, and antifreeze can all be
deadly dangers.

It is a myth that cats are “streetwise.”
Cats are intelligent and alert, but they
stand very little chance against traffic.
We have been so pleased to see the
reaction from the public about dogs
being kept outside during the below-
freezing temperatures; however, cats
face the same perils from weather
extremes.

It is almost impossible to list all of
the hazards faced by cats that are
allowed to go outside; we have
hundreds of pictures of ones that
have been injured, killed, tortured, or
have become sick.

We encourage everyone to keep their
cats inside. It truly is the best life for
a cat.

Kakiemon Plate

An auction catalog offered a “rare
Kakiemon enameled porcelain plate”
from the 18th century, but there was
no further explanation of the age, his-
tory or design. What is the meaning of
Kakiemon?

This Meissen Kakiemon-style plate
auctioned for $6,500. It was made
about 1740 and has the crossed swords
mark in blue.

Sakaida Kakiemon (1596-1666) was
a potter who worked in Japan in the
early 17th century. He and his family
painted porcelain made in the town of
Arita. Kakiemon wares were painted
over the glaze using blue, red, green,
yellow and black, and sometimes with
gilding. The best work was done from
1680 to 1720. The ceramic was milky
white with a smooth surface. Designs
were asymmetrical and sparse, so
there was a lot of white space as part of
the design. Most patterns were based
on flower arrangements, crooked tree
branches, flowers like peonies or chry-
santhemums, or flowering fruit trees.
One famous pattern included quail.

The Kakiemon style was so pop-
ular, it was copied by many English
and German factories, and 19th-cen-
tury copies are very similar to early
designs. A collector today may iden-
tify a plate as Kakiemon if it is in
the style of the early pieces. But the
description used by a museum also
includes the name of the European

maker. Meissen (German), Chantilly
and Mennecy (French), and Chelsea,
Bow and Worcester (English) all made
early collectible copies. Collectors
pay high prices for the 18th- and early
19th-century pieces.

A 9-inch Meissen plate made about
1740 with a tiger, bamboo and flower
decoration sold at a Brunk auction for
$6,500. The pattern is copied today on
modern dishes. Collectors should not
be confused. The new dishes are very
different in shape and glaze; only the
decoration is old.

Danville, VA (January 25, 2018) — Sovah Health announced it will be hosting its first continuing medical
education program for 2018 titled “High Blood Pressure: New Guidelines for the New Year” on Thursday,
February 1 at Hoover Auditorium at Sovah Health - Danville. The symposium, which will feature three leading
national experts on hypertension, will educate area physicians and healthcare professionals on new blood
pressure guidelines released by the American College of Cardiology (ACC) and American Heart Association
(AHA) in November 2017. Sovah Health is one of the first community hospital systems nationwide to have
these guidelines presented to its medical and nursing staff.

High blood pressure, or hypertension, is one of the most treatable risk factors for stroke, heart failure. heart
attack, and kidney failure. The new guidelines for the detection prevention, management and treatment of
high blood pressure — the most comprehensive set released since 2003 - lower the definition of high blood
pressure, or hypertension, from 140/90 mm Hg to 130/80. Authors of the new guidelines estimate that the
new definition will result in nearly half of the US adult population (46 percent) having higher than optimal
blood pressure. Specifically, the prevalence of high blood pressure is expected to triple among men under
age 45 and double among women under 45.

“High blood pressure and other risk factors for heart disease are extremely common across our region,”
said Michael Moore, MD, Director of Continuing Medical Education at Sovah Health. “Sovah Health felt it
important that we be at the forefront in educating our healthcare professionals on these new guidelines as we
work to prevent and treat heart disease across our region.”

In addition to redefining blood pressure categories, the guidelines recommend earlier treatment and
additional follow-up for hypertensive patients — beginning with lifestyle changes for most patients and
medication for some. Experts believe earlier intervention of high blood pressure will result in long term
cardiovascular disease prevention.

The symposium features three national speakers including: Edward Roccella, PhD, Former Director
of the NHLBI High Blood Pressure Education Program; Daniel Lackland, PhD, President of the World
Hypertension League; and Robert Carey, MD, Division of Endocrinology and Metabolism at University of
Virginia Health System. Dr. Carey was a co-author of the new AHA ACC Guidelines. The program also will
be simulcast to Sovah Health — Martinsville.

City to receive top fire protection
rating

A national
company that
rates fire
# departments
based on their
training  and
f i r e
suppression
and prevention
capabilities has
reclassified the City of Danville as a class 1 community, which
is the highest rating possible.

The new rating makes Danville one of seven communities in
Virginia and 241 in the nation to earn the designation.

In addition, the new rating could also benefit homeowners
and businesses who have fire insurance. Fire protection
ratings play a role in the underwriting process at insurance
companies.

“This was a total team effort and a direct result of the hard
work of our fire personnel, 911 dispatchers, the support
of our management team and elected officials, and a great
partnership with the Danville division of Water & Gas,” Fire
Chief David Eagle said Monday.

City Manager Ken Larking agreed. “We appreciate the
support of City Council and the community for the fire
department in making sure we have the resources needed for
this reclassification,” Larking said.

The new rating officially takes effect May 1. Currently, the
City of Danville has a class 2 rating.

The reclassification came from the Insurance Services Office
(ISO), which provides data and analytics for the property/
casualty insurance industry. The ISO evaluates fire protection
efforts throughout the country. It rates communities on a
scale of 1 to 10, with ”1” being the best.

ISO incorporates objective  nationally  recognized
standards to evaluate a community’s fire department, 911
communications, water system and community risk-reduction
programs through fire code enforcement, investigation and
public education.

In addition to being awarded an ISO class 1 rating, the
Fire Department also is internationally accredited, which
is recognized worldwide as a measure of excellence in fire
service. The department received the accreditation in 2015.
International accreditation is a voluntary self-assessment
program established through the Commission on Fire
Accreditation International, which provides a model to
improve the fire and rescue agencies. The commission
analyzed every aspect of the fire department — administrative,
operational, call processing time, turnout time and response
time.

There is a protocol to determine just how urgent your
case actually is. You might get a real visit, or you might
get advice from a nurse, a telehealth or video visit, an
appointment to see a specialist or a prescription filled
that day, or you might get an email. Same-day care
also applies only to days and times a facility is open.
To learn more about the process of getting urgent
care, go to www.accesstocare.va.gov. Check the Fre-
quently Asked Questions while you’re there. You’ll see
a list of locations with the hours and days each facility
is open (some are Monday-Friday only, with regular
business hours), as well as the services they provide.
Also, in the FAQ, note the way non-urgent wait times
are calculated. If you want an appointment and they
can’t fit you in for six days, your wait is six days. OK,
that’s fair. If, on the other hand, you are a returning
patient whose physician has requested you return

at a certain time, the wait time is calculated as days
between the requested date and the date they can
actually get you in. They give this example: Your doc-
tor wants you back in 30 days, but they can’t fit you in
until 45 days, then your wait time is 15 days.

If you really want immediate care and can’t get it,

the FAQ lists more options, including mobile medi-
cal units, mobile vet units, vet centers, walk-in clinics
and emergency rooms. Check your area now so you’ll
know your options in advance should you ever need
urgent care.
