Accepting the honor of being in
a friend or family member’s
wedding means more than
dressing in the fancy clothing
and showing up on the desig-
nated date. The wedding party,
particularly the bridesmaids and
groomsmen, should understand
that standing alongside the
happy couple generally means
doing some work during the
planning period as well as on
the big day. It's the wise wed-
ding couple who can recognize
the strengths of their family and
friends and put those attributes
to work in productive ways.
According to The Knot.com, the
average wedding party includes
four people on each side. That
means eight extra people who
can lend their eyes, ears and
hands to the bounty of tasks
that comprise the wedding plan-
ning to-do list. Here’s how to
delegate with flair.

* Ask and ye shall receive. First
off, it is never safe to assume
that the wedding party will be
taking on extra work. Even if tra-
dition suggests wedding party

members lend a hand, it’s in the
best interest of the couple to
graciously ask for help. This
helps establish good will at the
start.

* Be specific when assigning
tasks. Rather than just asking
for generalized help, make a list
of the tasks that seem the most
challenging and then delegate
accordingly. If a member of the
bridal party is excellent at get-
ting travel deals, have him or
her help arrange the honey-
moon. Someone with an inti-
mate knowledge of cuisine can
come along to food tastings and
help plan the reception menu.
Friends with a flair for organiza-
tion can be in charge of dissem-
inating information to the entire
wedding party or keeping a run-
ning list of gifts given at various
parties so thank-you notes can
be sent.

* Make wardrobe suggestions.
Couples can rely on their most
honest bridal party members
when picking out wedding attire.
These no-holds-barred individu-
als can set them straight on fit,

look and comfort. Trust these
people in helping to make the
entire wedding party look stylish
and feel confident.

e Extend the host/hostess
duties. It can be tiring for cou-
ples to tend to the needs of all
their wedding guests. Couples
can enlist the help of their wed-
ding party to ensure that elderly
or disabled guests get the assis-
tance they need. The wedding
party can also step up to serve
as stand-in dance partners or to
help grab drinks or escort peo-
ple as needed.

¢ Get the party started. Couples
can usually count on their wed-
ding parties to help fill the dance
floor at the wedding reception,
even when others have not yet
built up the courage to show-
case their dancing skills. Those
bold and loveable friends and
family members will help keep
the energy up and make the
wedding a blast.

Planning and hosting a wedding
is a large undertaking. With the
help of the wedding party, it can
be that much more enjoyable.

Successful Toasts Help Shape Social Events

A toast is a drink raised in the
health or honor of someone.
Such salutes are typically
accompanied by some heartfelt
words or tokens of advice.
Toasts are a common compo-
nent of social gatherings, includ-
ing retirement parties, milestone
birthdays and weddings.
TOAST OF THE TOWN - It’s dif-
ficult to pinpoint who originated
the practice of toasting. Several
ancient societies would raise a
glass in honor of deities or spe-
cial guests. Ancient Greeks
offered libations to the gods as a
part of ritualistic practices and
also as a point to drink to each
other’s good health. Ancient
Romans at one point instituted a
practice that all people must
drink to Emperor Augustus at
each meal.

The term “toast” has an interest-
ing history. Dating back to the
16th century, “toast” refers to a
piece of toasted bread. A piece
of toast was commonly added to
wine during this time because
wine was quite inferior in quality
then compared to modern vin-
tages. Stale bread was placed

into the jug to soak up acidity
and improve the flavor. The
wine also improved the palata-
bility of the old or spiced bread.
According to National
Geographic magazine, by the
18th century, the term “toast”
had been transferred from the
floating piece of bread to the
person honored by the toast.
Eventually, “toast” represented
the drink raised or the words
offered with the gesture.
PREPARE FOR A TOAST -
Toasts can be off-the-cuff
remarks shared in the moment,
but for many special events,
they should be prepared well in
advance. Nowadays, some
toast-givers devote extra time to
preparing toasts, particularly
because they know these senti-
ments can live on indefinitely on
social media. Giving a toast can
induce anxiety, but some nerves
can be relieved simply by doing
one’s homework and not pro-
crastinating.

WRITING TIPS - A person giv-
ing a toast is trying to gain the
attention of a group of people
who may not be very attentive.

These tips can improve the con-
tent of the toasts and their deliv-
ery.

* Keep ‘you’ out of it. This toast
is not about you. It's about the
person you are honoring.
Therefore, do not put any self-
congratulatory messages in the
toast. Make it all about the per-
son, even beginning the toast
with that person’s name.

* Hook people in. Open the toast
with a good joke or anecdote
that will help introduce the per-
son of honor.

* Tell a story. Reference the per-
son in the toast, other audience
members, and even yourself if
you can be painted in a self-dep-
recating light.

* Keep it short. This is a toast,
not a monologue. Be brief so
that the audience doesn’t lose
interest. Set a five-minute limit.
* Wrap it up. Conclude the toast
by tying the story back to the
introduction and making sure to
include the audience once more.
This will help you get the biggest
laughs and applause.

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Unique Groomsmen Gift Ideas

Weddings are steeped in tradi-
tion, and one of the more enjoy-
able ones is the custom of gift-
ing members of the bridal party.
With regard to picking out tuxe-
dos and planning the wedding,
grooms may not spend as
much time with their grooms-
men as brides do with their
bridesmaids. But that does not
mean grooms don’t want to go
above and beyond when gifting
their groomsmen.

Let Them Eat Wedding Cake

Wedding receptions culminate
when the happy couple stands
before their tiered and towering
wedding cake to cut the first
slice.

The tradition of wedding cakes
has endured since ancient
times, and cakes have been
presented in many incarna-
tions since their introduction. In
fact, some have not been cake
at all. One of the first wedding
“cakes” was made in ancient
Rome and was comprised of
bread. This bread was broken
over the bride’s head to sym-
bolize future fertility and good
luck for the couple.

Until the 19th century, wedding
cakes were actually bridal pies.
A “bride’s pie” was made of
flaky pastry and filled with oys-
ters, pine kernels,
cockscombs, lambstones,
sweetbreads, and spices.
According to Gastronomica, a
journal of food studies, humble
versions of wedding cakes
were also created with mutton
and mincemeat.
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Bridal pies eventually gave
way to sweeter offerings,
including fruited cakes that
served as symbols of fertility
and prosperity.

Today, wedding cakes run the
gamut from all-white, fondant-
covered confections to simple
sheet cakes. Some couples
even opt to serve their guests

cupcakes or cookies.

Although white is the preferred
color of wedding cakes, cou-
ples may opt for hues that
evoke the color schemes of
their weddings. Queen Victoria
of England was one of the first
people to have pure white icing
on her wedding cake. It is
believed that this is how “royal
icing” received its name.
Wedding cakes are usually
priced by the slice, and prices
can range anywhere from
$1.50 per slice and upward.
Couples can budget around
$300 to $500 for moderately
priced wedding cakes for par-
ties with 150 to 200 people.
According to the wedding
resource The Knot, the most
expensive wedding cake com-
missioned to date was made
by Buddy Valastro of Carlo’s
Bakery. At the request of New
York City socialite Devorah
Rose for her diamond gala
event, the $30 million cake was
topped with jewels.

Pot Pies Perfect On Cold Days!

A cold day is the perfect time to
enjoy a piping hot meal, which
can help make the harsh
weather outside a distant mem-
ory. Potpie is an ideal meal on
an especially cold day, and the
following recipe for “Farmers’
Market Chicken Potpie” from
Elinor Klivans’  “Potpies”
(Chronicle Books) won't disap-
point hearty eaters looking for a
hot and filling meal.

FARMERS’ MARKET
CHICKEN POTPIE
Makes 6 servings

CRUST

11/2 cups unbleached all-pur-
pose flour

1/2 teaspoon salt

1/2 cup cold vegetable short-
ening, cut into 8 pieces

4 to 5 tablespoons ice water

FILLING

5 tablespoons unbleached all-
purpose flour

1/2 cup water

3 cups chicken broth

1 tablespoon chicken soup
base

4 cups cooked chicken, cut
into 1-inch pieces

1 cup thawed frozen peas
Salt and freshly ground black

pepper

1. Make the crust: In a large
bowl, using a large spoon, stir
the flour and salt together. Stir
in the shortening pieces just to
coat them with flour. Use a pas-
try blender or two dinner knives
to cut in the shortening until fine
crumbs form, with the largest
only 1/4 inch in size. Sprinkle 4
tablespoons of the water over
the mixture, stirring with a fork
until it is evenly moistened and
begins to come together in a
mass. Add the 1 tablespoon
additional water by teaspoons,
if necessary.

2. Turn the dough mixture out
onto a lightly floured rolling sur-
face. With the heel of your
hand, push the dough down
and forward against the surface
several times until it looks
smooth. Form the dough into a
disk about 6 inches in diameter.
It will be easier to roll into a cir-
cle if the edges are smooth, but
don’t handle it a lot. Wrap the
dough in plastic wrap and
refrigerate for at least 30 min-
utes or as long as overnight. If
chilled overnight, the dough will
have to sit at room temperature
for 15 to 30 minutes until it is
soft enough to roll.

3. Position an oven rack in the
middle of the oven. Preheat the
oven to 400 F. Have ready a bak-
ing dish with a 6-cup capacity.

4. Make the filling: In a small
bowl, stir the flour and water
together until smooth. Set
aside. In a large saucepan over
medium heat, heat the broth
and soup base until it is hot and
steam begins to rise from it,
about 5 minutes. Whisk in the
flour mixture, whisking con-
stantly until it is smoothly incor-
porated. Bring to a gentle boill,
adjust the heat as necessary,
and boil for 1 minute. The
sauce will begin to thicken
slightly to the consistency of a
thick syrup. Add the chicken
pieces. Continue cooking,
uncovered, for about 5 minutes
to blend the flavors and slightly
thicken the gravy further. Stir in
the peas and season with salt
and pepper. Add salt sparingly

since the soup base will proba-
bly have some salt. Transfer
the filling to the baking dish. Set
aside to cool for about 15 min-
utes while you roll the crust.

5. Lightly flour the rolling sur-
face and rolling pin. Roll the
dough to a shape that is 1 inch
larger than the top of the baking
dish. Roll the crust around the
rolling pin and unroll it over the
top of the baking dish. Fold 1/2
inch of the edge of the curst
under to form a smooth edge.
Use your thumb and forefinger
to pinch the edge into a fluted or
scalloped pattern around the
inside edge of the dish while
pressing it firmly onto the rim.
Cut four 2-inch-long slits in the
top of the crust to release
steam while the pie bakes.

6. Bake for about 30 minutes, or
until the crust is lightly browned
and the filling is just beginning
to bubble gently. Let rest for 5
minutes, then use a large
spoon to cut down through the
crust and scoop out servings of
crust, gravy and chicken.
