GREAT EGRET
By Douglas H. Domedion

| had stopped at one of the smaller marshes
on the Tonawanda Wildlife Management
Area to check out some ducks and noticed a
great egret off to the side in a field hunting.
After checking out the ducks, it was noticed
that the great egret was moving up over the
marsh berm and was beginning to hunt along
the water’s edge. | decided to sit a while and
see if he offered any good images, as he was
a mature bird with nice long plumes. Well, he
accompanied me by moving closer and not
paying much attention to the guy with the
camera sticking out the window. He was a nice
mature bird with plumes that hung down along
his sides and butt.

There was a time, 30 years or so ago, when seeing one of these white great blue
heron-sized birds was pretty rare around here. | remember my first. It was overin Cayuga
Pool and | was wandering around in the marsh draw down they were having. Suddenly
this big white bird took flight right in front of me and my immediate thought was an albino
great blue heron! However things weren't quite right and it was discovered later that it
was a great egret.

For the last 15 years or so this bird’s numbers in “our swamp” have been growing
and they do nest here now. They often roost in large numbers and in recent years |
have had the good fortune to see as many as 200 of them roosting together in trees over
water.

They are not as big as a great blue heron, but appear to be because of the completely
white body. The bill is yellow and there is a greenish patch of skin between the base of
the bill and eye on mature breeding birds. Their legs are black, and of course long for
wading. They hunt for fish, frogs, tadpoles, and other aquatic animals just like herons by
stabbing them with that long, sharp bill.

In the spring the mature hirds, 2 to 3 years old, develop long feathers called plumes
on their backs that hang down along their side and even pass their butts. These plumes
can be raised up and displayed during courtship and are quite impressive. They are
so impressive that at the turn of the 20th century, they became a huge hit in the ladies
fashion world. In fact, they suffered near extermination at the hands of feather hunters
as these plumes fetched a high price which at the peak of the trade fetched the modern
equivalent of two thousand dollars an ounce. To make matters worse, both sexes
bore the fancy plumage, so hunters didn't just target the males; they decimated entire
rookeries. Every ounce of breeding plumes represented six dead adults, and each slain
pair left behind three to five starving nestlings. Millions of birds died, and by the turn of
the century this once-common species survived only in the deep Everglades and other
remote wetlands.

The Lacey Act passed Congress in 1900, restricting interstate transport of wild
fowl and game. In 1911, New York State outlawed the sale of all native birds and their
feathers, and other states soon followed suit. Passage of the Weeks-McLean Act (1913)
and the Migratory Bird Act (1918) took the protections nationwide. Today the great egret
has made great comeback and he is now common even in “our swamp.”

So this great egret keeps feeding right towards me and by now had accepted my
van as part of the environment. He gave me some great images as he hunted along the
shore, but eventually went past me which made the light angle poor so a chance was
taken and the engine was started; no problem. Then | backed the van along the shoulder
of the road to keep the light angle in my favor. All this time I'm fascinated by those long
plumes as the wind swings them back and forth. He was now hunting only 20 yards
away from me and even catching a tadpole or little bullhead periodically. Well, as usual
too many photos were taken and now a few hours of sorting and processing images
would be necessary! Since that day another egret gave me an even closer encounter
and so now there are way too many great egret pictures in the computer, but | just love
that!

Look for great egrets along the shallows of the marsh edges, their white bodies
making them easy to spot. Stay in you vehicle, move up slow and you too may get some
great pictures of a beautiful bird that we almost lost.

Real Estate Investing for Beginners

On the heels of a recession that saw home values drop, many would-be investors have shied
away from buying investment properties. But real estate has historically remained a sound investment,
boasting a long-term appreciation rate that makes it a worthwhile investment for those who can
withstand temporary setbacks in housing prices and hold on to their properties over the long haul.

But investors are often nervous as they look for their first properties. Uncertainty about
housing prices aside, investing in real estate also is risky, and first-time investors need to be comfortable
with such risk in order to make the most of their investments. The following are a few things potential
real estate investors should consider as they decide if investing in real estate is right for them.

Personal ability

Real estate investors typically have tenants, and those tenants inevitably have needs. Investors
| who have experience as contractors may not find it difficult to renovate a property and make it more
# attractive to tenants, nor are they likely to be inconvenienced when minor issues on the property need
4 to be addressed. Investors with no such experience will need to hire contractors to do the work for
them, cutting into potential profits down the road. In addition, investors who don’t have the ability and/
or the time to address minor issues like a clogged drain or a drafty window on their own will need to
hire a property management firm to tend to such needs. Such firms are effective, but also expensive,
further cutting into your profits.

Even those investors with contracting experience may have little or no knowledge of how
the leasing process works, forcing them to rely on a real estate firm to write up leases and ensure all
leases stay current. This, too, can cut into an investor’s profits. Investors who don’t bring any relevant
expertise to the table can still make a profit from their real estate investments, but those profits likely
won't be as significant when outside companies must be hired to ensure the property is in good shape
and all necessary documents are in order and up-to-date.

Time

Real estate is often a time-consuming investment. Tenants pay good money to live in attractive rental properties, and those tenants will have a host of needs that
must be met. Investors must be sure they have the time to address their tenants’ concerns, especially investors with no plans to hire property management firms.
Potential investors who already have full plates at work and at home may not be able to devote the time necessary to make the most of their real estate investments,
and therefore might be better off finding another way to invest their money.

Time also must be considered when considering profits. Real estate is not the type of investment that turns a profit overnight. Even investors who are looking to
invest in an up-and-coming neighborhood must be prepared to hold onto their properties for at least a few years, if not much longer, to maximize their investments.
Though real estate is a sound investment, it is not a get rich quick type of investment, so investors looking to make a quick buck should consider alternatives before
buying investment properties.

Size

First-time real estate investors might be wise to choose a smaller property for their initial investment. Larger properties can be overwhelming to manage, and
investors often rely on property management firms to tend to these properties. Such firms charge more to manage bigger properties, which can eat into investors’
finances. Veteran investors can handle such overhead costs, but first-timers might find themselves caught off guard upon realizing the gravity of their financial
commitment. A good rule of thumb for first-time investors is to stick to smaller properties, only moving on to larger buildings once they are fully comfortable with
all that comes with investing in real estate.

Costs

The cost of a real estate investment goes beyond the purchase price of the home. In addition to the mortgage on the property, investors must pay the taxes
and insurance on the property, as well as any costs associated with maintaining and managing the property. Certain tax breaks are available to real estate investors
depending on where they live. For example, in the United States, taxes on the profits when a property is sold may be deferred if those profits are immediately rolled
into another property (such a deferment is only available to those investors who arrange this exchange prior to selling the initial property). Potential investors need
to consider all of these costs, and might want to hire a real estate lawyer to help them make the most of their investments and any profits they yield. But even hiring
an attorney is an additional cost investors must consider before investing. H

5 Simple Tips
for Safe Hauling

Drivers may haul trailers for a variety of
reasons. Some may haul trailers on vaca-
tion, while others may do so when moving
to a new home. Regardless of why drivers
tow, it’s important to keep certain things
in mind before hitching up, especially for
those drivers will little or no experience
towing.

1. Use the right hitch. Novices may not
immediately recognize if they have pur-
chased an incorrectly sized hitch, but that
might become apparent when the trailer
is detached during a ride. Your vehicle
owner’s manual may suggest which size
hitch to use. If not, consult with a repre-
sentative at your local auto parts retailer
to determine the correct size.

2. Make sure the trailer is level. When
attached to a vehicle, trailers should be
level. Trailers that do not appear level or
those that seem to be rising up and down
on otherwise flat roadways should be in-
spected if not brought to the attention of
a mechanic.

3. Drive more carefully. Discomfort or
inexperience may propel many drivers
to be extra careful when towing a trailer,
but even drivers with significant experi-
ence towing trailers should keep greater
distance between their vehicles and other
cars and trucks sharing the road. That’s
because braking takes longer for heavier
vehicles, such as those towing trailers.

4. Practice turns. Turning is complicated
when towing a trailer. Beginning a turn
later can help drivers avoid having their
trailers clip curbs, a potentially sticky sit-
uation that can cause trailers to flip over.

5. Avoid reversing when possible. Many
people towing trailers for the first time
and even some drivers with significant
experience towing have difficulty going in
reverse. Avoiding situations that require
putting vehicles in reverse is ideal for nov-
ices. Those who think they cannot avoid
going in reverse should practice their
technique in empty parking lots before
hitting the road, even hiring an instructor
to help them, if necessary. ll
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The Effects of Family Dinner

Once a staple of family life, family dinners are now in decline. The American College of Pediatricians® reports that family time af
the dinner table has declined by more than 30 percent over the past three decades. That unfortunate development could have a
significant impact on children as they grow up.

The importance of family meals goes beyond parents ensuring their children are eating healthy diets. Family meals can affect various
aspects of children’s lives, some of which may surprise parents.

Family meals and substance abuse

For years, the National Center on Addiction and Substance Abuse at Columbia University has studied the links between family
dinners and substance abuse among teenagers. Former U.S. Secretary of Health, Education and Welfare Joseph Califano noted that
17 years of studying teens taught CASA researchers that the more often children have dinner with their families, the less likely they
are to smoke, drink or do drugs. Such studies have shown that children who have between five and seven family dinners per week
are considerably less likely to use tobacco, alcohol and marijuana than children who eat dinner with their families three or fewer
times per week.

Family meals and academic performance

Family meals also have been linked to stronger performances in the classroom. One study from CASA found that teens that have
frequent family dinners were nearly 40 percent more likely to report earning A's and B’s in school than their counterparts who ate
two or fewer dinners with their families each week. In addition, a 2012 analysis from the Organization for Economic Cooperation
and Development found that students who do not regularly eat with their parents are more likely to be truants at school than those
who frequently break bread with their parents.

Family meals and family bonding

Family dinner tables are great places to bond as families, and families that eat dinner together more often tend to spend more time at
the dinner table during such dinners than those who infrequently eat dinner together. CASA researchers report that teens who have
frequent family dinners are twice as likely to say dinners lasts more than 30 minutes when compared to those who have infrequent
family dinners. Time at the dinner table gives parents and children time to engage and communicate with one another, promoting
strong relationships as a result.

Family meals may be on the decline, but families who make time to eat dinner together every night or several nights per week can
benefit from such efforts in various ways. ll
